Mr. Tigrett stated that a com-
plete report to Internal Revenue
Service includes the name, social
security number and total wages
paid to each employee. Proper
forms to make these reports may
be secured from any office of In-
ternal Revenue Service. No elab-
orate record keeping system is

curate identifying informatiom for
each employee, especially the em-
_ployee’s social security number.
