Still Is Smashed

Whiskey

Of interest in this area is the
finding of a whiskey still and es-
pecially its destruction, so Monday
afternoon I was in a quandary when
the news of a still east of Boone-
ville was reported. Your editor was

waiting for someone to come stay
with the boys until he could come
home and get the paper out.

Not only did we want the story
for the paper, we also wanted to
take pictures.

Our sheriff, Gerald Green, didn’t
say no when I asked if I could go,
so I joined him, Bill Miles, editor
of the “Mississippi Lawman,” and
Van Bristow of Tupeio. The sheriff's
car has a two-way radio and I acted
like I was accustomed to all that
talking back and forth, In turn, they
were most polite and it seemed a.l
right for me to be along.

Sheriff Green located the still

Friday but it was empty at that

time. It was filled with mash Sat-
urday and had been under observa-
tion in hopes of catching the ones
operating it. It's capacity was 350
gallons. This was the 4th still found
by our sheriff since he took office
in January. Two of the stills were
given to Mr. Miles and Mr. Bristow
to erect for a public display in Tu-
pelo with a “Snuffy Smith” idea
Plans call for the stills to be located
north of Tupelo at the intersection
of Highway 45 and the Natchez
Trace but negotiations with King
Features to use the title, “Snuffy
Smith” have held up the project.

Sheriff Green said Prentiss Coun-
ty officers have collected $13,547.00
in fines since taking office six
months ago.

Anyway, we drove to the Big V,
turned right, made another turn
and went down a very narrow lit-
tle road. Then we started walking.
We climbed over one fence, but 1
climbed under the next one.

The scenery was beautiful. The
nain, earlier in the afternoon, gave
the good earth a sweet smell and
the pine irees with drops of water
still clinging to the needles were
shimmering in the slight afternoon
breeze. Wild flowers peeped behind
decaying logs and the path around
the more stately trees and through
the brushes was reminiscent of just
a lovely trek through the woods.

Deputy J. B. Whitehead, who had
been stationed there observing the
still, met us.

And then we came to the ugliest
sight youw've ever seen. The still
was down in a big muddy hole. It
was made with tin and on top of
the mash was an old wet burlap
sack. In the ditch where the still
drained were sugar sacks, corn meal
sacks, yellow corn or chop sacks.
There were three other old barrels
nearby, one filled with dirty water
with a radiator inside which was
where the bootleggers cooled the
concoction. On the ground were
empty gallon jugs — one even had
a label reading, “imitation straw-
berry.” There was a ball of twine
along with several feet ¢f hose, and
two red plastic 2-gallon size bueck-
ets which had the measurements
on the side, Mr. Miles found cot-
