Cotton growers must determine
two important issues concerning
the future of their crops in ref-
erendums on separate proposals be-
tween December 5 and 9. Voting
in each referendum will be by mail
or ballots may be delivered in per-
son to the ASCS county office dur-
ing that period.

One question is whether or not
marketing quotas will be in effect
for the 1967 cotton crop. This vote
will be on a blue ballot. This is
the first time growers have voted
by mail on marketing quotas for
their upland cotton crop.

|Mississippi Agricultural Stabiliza-
tion and Conservation State Com-
|mittee, said, ‘“Beginning with the |
referendum on marketing quotas
|for the 1954 crop, growers have
|approved quotas for each year's
cotton crop. In the vote last year,
‘on quotas for the 1966 upland cot
ton crop, more than 200,000 persons
voted with 94.8 per cent of the
|growers approving the quotas."

|

By law, quotas must be pro-
claimed by the Secretary of Agri-
culture in vears when the cotton
exceeds normal, as is the
case this year.

The carryover of upland cotton
on August 1 of this year was a rec
ord 16.6 million bales built up
during the past five years, and
while growers cooperated fully in
|the 1966 cotton program and plant-
ed acreage was the lowest in al-
most 100 years, crop yields for 1966
are indicated at 504 pounds per
acre.

The state ¢thairman said, “‘De-
mestic usage plus exports during
this marketing year are expected
to be large, and the carryover is
expected to fall to about 12.3 mil-
lion bales by August 1, 1967. How-
ever, the need is to continue re-
ducing the burdensome supplies
overhanging the market. Until the
surplus is brought down to a rea-
sonable level, producers cannot ex-
pect the favorable prices that us-
ually prevail when supply and de-
mand are in good balance.”
