atershed Gets
$201,000 Loan

The third 1in a series
of loans for the Tuscumbia

River Watershed has been
made here for $201,000.
The Farmer’s Home

Administration (FHA) will
eventually lend some
$875,200 for  the water-
shed project.

The latest loan  will
go for right-of-way ease-
ments on three dam sites,
two in Alcorn County andone
in Prentiss County.

The watershed project,
the second largest in
Mississippi, is expected
to cost some $7 million
when completed.

A series of 20 dams
will dot the Tuscumbia
when the project is
completed over a 10-
year period.

Two other loans have been
made by FHA to the
watershed. One for
$210,000 in November 1970
and the other was for
$163,000 in December 1971.

The latest loan is to

be repaid at 3.649 percent
and is expected to be spent
by 1976 or 1977, officials
of FHA said.

Bonds were sold by the

FHA to provide the money.
