Dedicated To The People Of Prentiss County

The United States flag is flying at half-mast through
Thursday in Booneville inhonor of “one of its mnative sons.”

George Ed Allen, a native of Booneville, died in the Eisen-
hower Medical Center in Palm Desert, Calif, Monday of a heart
attack. He was 77.

He rose to prominence as the close advisor of three
Presidents. Mr. Allen,a nephew of the late Congressman
John Allen of Tupelo, first gained prominence as an advisor
to President Franklin Roosevelt. He was appointed by
Roosevelt as a Commissioner of Washington, D,C. He was
also a member of the boards of directors of several major
United States corporations.

Funeral services will be held today (Thursday) at 2 p.m.
in the funeral chapel of McMillan Funeral Home,

Burial will be inthe Booneville Cemetery with McMillan
Funeral Home in charge of the services. Rev. E.S.Furr
will officiate.

Pallbearers for the service willbefour cousins - Sommers
Brown, Memphis, Robert H, Weaver, Jackson, Sam Allen,
Tupelo, and Jim High, Jr., Tupelo, as wellas Harold
White, President of Northeast Miss. Jr. College, here,
Joe Carter, Booneville, Dr, William H. Preston, Booneville and
William Gullett, also of Booneville.

The body will lie in state Wednesday and until time for
gservices on Thursday.

Mr, Allen remained a close personaland political confidante
of President Roosevelt untilhis death and became a similarly
close protege of President Harry Truman.

Allen was also instrumentalina move to persuade Gen.
Dwight Eisenhower tn runas a candidate for President on
the Democratic ticket. When his efforts taued to persaude
Eisenhower, he supported him as a Republican and was
one of his close White House advisors.

Mr, Allen also wrote a best-selling book, ‘“‘Presidents Who

Since

1898

Have Known Me,” published in 1960 by Simon and Schuster.
Although closely allied with various officials in public
office, he never held elective or appointive ioffice other
than his position in the Washington city government.
The Booneville native practiced law in Okwolona before
moving to Washington, where he mar-ied Mairy Cain, who
survives him.

He was a member of the boards of several major com-
panies, including Kemper  Insurance and Avco Corp.
He held these positions until his death.

He was last active in Washington politics 'during the
administration of Gen. Eisenhower,

In addition to his wife, he is survived by seweral Tupelo
relatives, including Sam Allen, William Allem, and Miss
Martha Allen,

His parents were the late Sam Parks Allemand Molly
Plaxico Allen.

His value to Presidents, who tend to brocod, was his
ability to cheer them up. He played bridge witth Roosevelt,
poker with Truman, golf with Eisenhower. He made them
comfortable,

He took his law degree from Cumberland University,
Lebanon, Tenn,, and played on the University football
team which once lost a game by the remarkable score
of 426to 0.

When Truman nominated him for a post on the Recon-

struction Finance Corp. Sen. Robert Taft, the G O P,
leader, scented ‘“‘cronyism’’ and went aifter Allen’s
scalp. Allen won his opponents over with frankness.

Booneville Mayor Marion Smith commented aibout George
Ed Allen, saying that ‘“‘he was quite a genitleman. He
never forgot his home state and community. 'Our society
will suffer a great loss in the death of George Ed Allen.”

Mr. Allen has made substantial contribuitions to the
First Methodist Church here, his mother’s «church, and
4lso the Northeast Miss, Jr. College.
