ContractFor 11,000 Acre Game

Management Area Signed

F UL TON -Formal
signing of a contract for de-
velopment and operation of
the 11,000-acre Mackey's
Creek-John Bell Williams
Game Management Area.

Stretching about 15 miles
along the Tombighee River
and Mackey's Creek in
Prentiss and Itawamba
counties, the area will be
Northeast Mississippi’s first
large game management
area.

It is sponsored by the Tom-
bighee River Valley Water
Management District, along
with Itawamba, Lee, Monroe,
Prentiss and Tishomingo
counties.

The activities were a mile-
stone in the development of
the area, a project which has
been in the planning stages
for almost a decade.

In the contract signed at
the Itawamba County Court-
house the Mississippi Game
and Fish Commission agreed
to develop and operate the
11,000 acres.

In managing the area, the
commission will flood certain
areas and plant feed for wild-
life, in efforts to increase
the game in the area.

The commission will re-
gulate duck, wild turkey, dove
and quail hunting there.

The water managementdis-
trict is to purchase 3,092
acres of the game manage-
ment area for an estimated
$439,000 and lease, from the
Weyerhauser Company, an
additional 8,063 acres at 50
cents per acre annually.

Weyerhauser, a forest pro-
ducts company, will retain
control of timber on the land
when the lease goes into ef-
fect July 1. 3

The Game and Fish Com-
mission agreed to take over
the management of approxi-
mately 11,000 acres of land,
3,000 of which has been ac-
quired by the Tombigbee Ri-
ver Valley Water Management
District and 8,000 under lease
from Weyerhauser.

Eugene B, Gifford, Jr. is
Chairman of the five county
district and has worked act-
ively in this project
since 1964, The group has
obtained a grant of $125,000.

Parents would be res-
ponsible for children’s atten-
dance under a compulsory
education law supported by
the Mississippi Education
Association according toEx-
ecutive Secretary Charles A,
Johnson Jr., who addressed
a district meeting at Hous-
ton High School Tuesday.

He said
the bill which ‘‘would be of
great benefit to the state”
contained a MEA
recommendation that the bill
be implemented on a grade
a year basis., :

The Rogers Bill would
apply to all children out of
school except those out
because of illness or because
the superintendent of the
area’s school felt they were
physically or mentally in-
capable of training.

The bill would give
principais discretion in
allowing excused absences,
when explained by written
notes from parents,

In addition, the law would
allow each school district to
name attendance officers,
and all peace officers would
be empowered to enforce the
regulation.
