Unit System, Education Discussed

Speaking on the county un-
it system and education gen-
erally, Senator Joe Maxey of
Aberdeen delivered the add-
ress at the Rotary Club here
Tuesday.

Maxey voiced his *“100
percent opposal to the county
unit system here’’ and also
voiced his opinioh on the ed-
ucational system.

He said he was ‘‘totally
opposed to any mandatory
county unit system and is
opposed to anything that cen-
trallizes government without
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the people of the county hav-
ing their say.”

Another important point
the Senator touched on is
the ‘Sunshine Law’. This
law has reference to all pub-
lic meetings be conducted in
open meeting. By this law
there will be no more ex-
ecutive sessions. People
will be able to attend these
meetings, but not express
their opinions in the execu-
tive sessions.

Maxey said .that ‘I think
this is an outgrowth of the

Watergate., And I think
that Watergate is causing
people to be more concerned
with the works of their gov-
ernment.”’

He also touched on educa-
tion, especially vocational
education. The Senator com-
mented that ‘‘there are too
many people in colleges
now just taking up space.
There are too many people
getting out every year with
a degree that don’t know how
to do anything.”’

The Senator said that *‘we
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need to prepare men for the
future, to earn aliving, Fur-
ther commenting on the vo-
cational education, he com-
mented that ‘‘everybody has
forgotten how to work with
their hands. Now, it is al-
most a disgrace to work with
your hands.”’

In a question-answer per-
iod, Merrill Cartwright,
Director of the Prentiss Co-
unty Vocational Technical
Center here, said that ‘“‘we
are faced with a financial
crisis. We just do not have
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eniough money to goaround.”

He appealed to the Sen-
ator for help and said that
the county system needs
some help to procure funds.

Cartwright said that con-
sollidation is probably the an-
swer . . . but it is not
reralistic here in Prentiss

County. He further men-
tioned that this is not only
a problem in Prentiss Co-
umty, but also in others.

The director, speaking ab-
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out the county chief admin-
istrator and board members,
stated that ‘I don’t know
why they don’t know why
they can get it for finan-
cing vocational education in-
lieu of financing’® county sc-
hools, *‘but pecple here know
the situation about those pro-

grams , . . because they're
not going to eliminate any
of them. The consensus of
opinion, as far as gossip
is concerned, is that they
will eliminate us first,”
