Energy Shortage: ‘A Crisis’

City and indusirial officials gathered here Tuesday to hear
a ‘first hand report’ on the enrgy crisis here.

Robert W. Nieman, an official of the Allen & Hoshall Con-
sulting Engineer firm of Memphis, was on hand to explain
the ‘‘local situation” and answer questions concerning this.

He commented that ‘‘we are definately facing an energy
crisis,” Industrialists were asked to investigate in their
plants ways to ‘‘save money, thereby helping in the energy
crisis,” Several industrial executives voiced their opinions
on the situation, and also commented on measures that were
being taken now to conserve fuel.

It was noted, however, by Mr. Nieman, that Booneville is
on a ‘‘daily allocation of gas.” This means that the city’s
gas consumption of gas is determined day-by-day, rather than
anmially. Officials said that ‘“there is an attempt being made
at the present to change this to an annual basis , .. which
would be better for the City of Booneville,"

The possibility of a four-day school week was everything
but ‘squashed’ in the meeting. The official said that the days
that ‘‘it really helps to conserve the gas is on those cold days,

when the high temperature is expected to be well below
30 degrees.’”” Officials of the county school system commented
that ‘‘a four-day school week will not be practical. We will
be notified by an official of the City on those days when the
temperature is expected to be extremely low . ..andat
that time, we will decide whether we will have school.”’

Officials here said that a four-day school plan had already
been laid out . ., . but due to the information gathered here
Tuesday, this will not be mandatory. A spokesman for the
Northeast Miss. Jr. College here also said that ‘‘our insti-
tutuion has made plans for dealing with this problem. Now,
we will make other plans to coincide with those heard here
today.”

Booneville Mayor Charles Steen said that ‘fall those in
volved will be contacted when the temperature falls to the
point where our gas should be curtailed.” It was particul-
arly pointed out that anytime the high daily temperature is
scheduled to be lower than 30 degrees, some action ‘‘will
have to be taken in this manner.”’ The average daily temper-
ature is used in computing this range.
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It was recommended by the AH official that “‘possibly in-
dustrial plants could go on a rotating basis when it is nece-
ssary to shutting down for a short period of time. This period
of time probably will be no more than 4-8 hours."”

Some manufacturing officials here said that these plans had
alreiady been discussed in their plants, and that ‘“‘everything
is ready to do whatever is necessary’ when the time comes.

It was noted by officials that the city ran over their allo-
cation of gas some 10 times last year.

J. W, Abernethy, Manager of the Prentiss County Electric
Powter Association, commented that ‘‘every means should be
usedl to conserve electricity.,”” He further commented that
“thiss shortage is real, and we’ve just got to do our best in
the situation.””

Hie reiterated the fact that since some customers of the city
and county have changed from gas to electricity, this is making
a hardship on the power company. It was noted that over-
loadls were a major problem in the electric department.

Rising TV A
Costs Shoot

Power Up

Rising TVA power system
costs, particularly for coal,
will require higher wholesale
and retail power rates begin-
ning in January under the

-rate adjustment clause of
TVA power contracts.

So far this year, the ave-
rage cost of coal burned is
about 20 percent ahead of
the level a year ago.

The TVA Board of Direct-
ors determined today thata
rate adjustment is neces-
sary, after a quarterly revi-
ew of power system costs
and conditions showed addi-
tional revenue will be
essential to cover financial
requirements for the fiscal
year that ends June 30,

= The increase in home ele-
- ctric bills will average 14
percent or about $2 a mon-
th, but this will vary with
the level of power consump-
tion and the retail rate sch-
edules used by individual lo-
cal power distributors. On
- a typical rate schedule, for
example, the increase will
be $1,77 in the monthly bill
for 1,000 kilowatt-hours, wh-
ich is about the average le-
vel of use for homes that
do not have electric heat.

For 2,000 kWh, which is
about the year-roundaverage
monthly use for electrically
heated homes, the increase
would average $3.54 a month
--with most of the additional
cost coming during the win-
ter. Turning down thermo-
stats 4 to 6 degrees below
last winter’s level in elec-
trically heated homes will
produce a saving on heating
costs that would offset about
half of the increase in rates,
TVA pointed out. Actual he-
ating bills also will depend
a great deal on how cold it
is ‘this winter.

{ Home consumers using
TVA electricity now pay
an average of 1,32 cents a
kilowatt-hour, The national
average is currently about
2,35 cents but is also con-

tinuing to increase because of
rapidly rising costs experi-
enced by the electric utility
industry in general.

Overall TVA powwer system
costs this fiscal yeararees-
timated to be about $207
million above last year, up
30 percent, but thwe estimated
rise in revenuess would be
only $135 milliom at present
rates, substantiallly less than
the amount needeed to cover
ithe expanded cosits.

The rate adjwstment will
add fifteen-hundiredths of a
cent per kilowatit - hour to
present rates charged to the
distributors of 'TVA power
and the large Fedleraland in-
dustrial customeers served
directly by TVA,, an average
increase of aboutt 20 percent.
Industries with karge, stable
power requireme:nts are pay-
ing a low averages charge per
kilowatt-hour, s« the addi-
tional fifteen-hundredths
cenl will represent an in-
crease of up tor 23 percent
for these industr-ies,

Similarly, the increase
for home consumiers will re-
present a larger percentage
change for higher levels of
consumption, rawnging from
about 5 percent for a home
with minimum power use to
about 15 percentt for a home
using 4,000 kW/h a month,

The TVA powesr system is
owned by the Ulnited States
and is not operaited for pro-
fit, the agency  pointed out.
However, TVA is required
by law to chargee rates that
will produce grosss power re-
venues sufficiemt to cover
operation and 'maintenance
expense, paymemts to states
and counties in llieu of taves,
debt service on bonds, pay-
ments to the U.S, Treasury
as a return on past Govern-
ment appropriations invest-
ment, and a margin for re-
investment in thee powersys-
tem.
