Solar Home Construction
Is Planned For Prentiss

Prentiss County will be the
site of at least one new solar
home that will be among 11 to
be built in Northeast
Mississippi this year as part of
the Tennessee Valley
Authority’s new solar energy
program, a TVA official said
late last week.

Troy Norris of Corinth said
his agency, Tennessee Valley
Community Development, is
the non-profit development
group that will oversee the
building of the solar homes.

The solar energy program
was approved recently by the
TVA Board of Directors.

Under the program, TVA
plans to build 11 homes using a
variety of solar heating and
cooling techniques at a cost of
about $2.7 million. The homes,
which will range in price from
$30,000 to $60,000, will be sold to
private individuals with TVA
hoping to recover nearly $2
million of the construction
costs, TVA officials said.

Forty-four homes will be
built across the Tennessee
Valley; four houses of each
design will be built in different
climatic regions of the valley,
TVA spokeswoman Darlene
MecDonald said.

Norris’s agency, the TVCD,

is in the process of locating

specific house sites. One house,
and in some areas two houses,
will also be built in Alcorn,
Tishomingo, Lee, Itawamba,
Monroe and Lowndes counties,

INorris said.
The houses will be built in
lhighly visible areas to

#familiarize the public with
solar home design, Norris said.

The houses will be of rustic
idesign, Norris said. The design
will emphasize a passive solar
system, which utilizes glass
panels on walls that collect and
release energy from the sun.

Wood-burning stoves and
energy-efficient heat and air
pumps will provide backup
heating and cooling systems,

Norris said.

All building material for the
houses can be purchased
through local builders and
contractors, who, through this
project, will hopefully become
better acquainted and in-
terested in more solar
development, Norris said.

Contracting for the building
of the solar homes will
probably be done bv bidding.

Once the homes are com-
pleted, TVA will hold open
houses to familiarize the public
with solar home design. TVA
expects to have the houses sold
and occupied by September,
Norris said. The homes can be
financed through any of the
conventional lending in-
stitution programs.

Norris said he anticipated a
lot of public interest in the
homes and indicated that
selecting potential
homeowners may come down
to having a lottery and drawing
names.
