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Tigrett Drug Store Robbed Of Narcotics Tuesday

» In Booneville's first armed robbery in recent memoyry, a pair
ot pistol-wielding men in a stolen pickup truck took: about 15
bottles of narcotics from Tigrett Drugs Tuesday aftemrnoon and
escaped.

No shots were fired and no one was hurt in the armed robbery,
which Booneville Police Chief W.W. Stacy termed the ifirst in his
memory in the city.

No money was taken in the robbery, according to) store co-
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Sherry Lambert and Phyllis Smith

owner Stan Riddle, who was one of three employees in the store
when the men came in. There were no customers in the store at
the time of the robbery, he said.

Taken were narcotics that included Demerol, Dilaudid,
Percodan, Quaalude, Sopor, Leritene, Preludin and other
brands, Riddle said. All are Class II controlled substances, he
added. He was unable to place a retail value on the drugs taken.

The two men entered the store and one pulled a pistol on the
two employees in the front of the store while the second man

builu, one wearing glasses and the other with a beard--herded
the store employees into a storage room, but then brought him
back out to help locate the narcotics in the rear of the store and
throw them into a pillowcase.

“They didn’t say too much, but they seemed to know what
they wanted. They called the narcotics out by name, and asked
where some of them were kept. They told me what to get and I
did,”’ he said.
