separate school system here,
decided they needed more
information, and took no action
on the study.

Instead, the board will meet
with the Prentiss County Board
of Education to get answers to
their questions. After meeting
with the school board, the
aldermen will probably

schedule a citywide referen-
dum to let voters decide the
question of establishing a
separate school system here.

The aldermen’s decision to
seek more information -the
study was not voted on at the
meeting-means there is no
chance of setting up a func-
tioning separate school system
here this year.

The feasibility study, written
by Dr. Joseph Blackston of the
University of Mississippi,
concluded that ‘‘a Separate
School System be created for
Booneville. It is further
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believed that such action will
result in strengthening the
schools of Prentiss County,”
the report said.

The report was the third
study made of the 4,100 student
county school system in 12
years. The report, like those

made in 1968 and again in 1977
recommended developing a

single centrally located high
school for grades 9-12 to
replace the present five high
school system.

The 1968 report was made at
the request of the county school
board. The second report was

City To Receive $87,500

“First Ever” Recreation Grant

Booneville has been - ap-
proved for an $87,500 federal
grant to develop and expand its
city park system, according to
information received last week
from U.S. Congressman Jamie
Whitten's office.

The grant is the first ever
received by the city from the
Heritage Conservation and
Recreation Service, which was
formerly known as the Bureau
of Outdoor Recreation.

The grant will be matched by
another $87,500 in city revenue
sharing funds and in-kind
services to pay for the total

costs of improving facilities in -

the city’s two parks, Mayor
Charles Crabb said early this
week.
