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14,000 Acres Damaged

Soybean Losses From Rains . .

Could Top $1 Million In Prenti‘s%s‘}

About six hours of pounding
vains Thursday morning
damaged thousands of acres of
newly planted soybeans in west
Prentiss County, washed out
some roads and bridges in the
area and caused the Prentiss
County Emergency Board to
file for relief loans Friday.

As farmers waited early this
week for their fields to dry out,
sounty agricultural officials
were also waiting for word for
Washington D.C. about their
requests for disaster relief loan
applications made through the
Farmers Home
Administration.
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Tony Thompson, distriict
conservationist for the Sioil
Conservation Service, said
early this week he felt the
FmHA would probably grant
the low interest loans. Interest
on the loans may range from
three to five per cemt,
depending on how the disastier
relief is designated, he added.

The request for loans carme
after about 7.01 inches of rain
fell in Baldwyn from aboutt 4
a.m. Thursday to about 10 that
morning, according to
measurements made [|by

Bernard Coggins, who hias

o
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made rain measurements
there since the 1950's.
County officials have
estimated about 200 farmers
received damages to about
14,000 acres of soybeans.
Charles Calvert, executive
director of the Prentiss County
Agriculture Stabilization and
Conservation Commission,
said about half the affected
acreage was a total loss. He is
also chairman of the Prentiss
County emergency board.
The board’s figures in-
dicated tha the cost of
replanting the damaged
acreage would be about

$1,200,000, he said.

Thompson said the damage
figures weren'’t quite as severe
as had been estimated in
reports the disaster board sent
to the state disaster board
Friday. He added that the
damages done by the heavy
rains would still be close to the
amount requested Friday by

The FmHA also filed a report
similar to the disaster board
and estimated losses at about
$30 per acre, a figure Thomp-
son indicated was con-
servative, He said losses would
probably run $35 to $40 per
acre.
