“Slower Pace” Makes

Horse Trip En joyable

The “‘slower pace of life and
the people” are two of the
biggest reasons Curt Cain and
Donna Foster have enjoyed
riding horseback from
Metarie, La., toward their
hometown of Marietta, Ohio.

It’s an unusual way-to tour
the country, but traveling by
unorthodox methods is nothing
new to the married couple.
They got to Metarie by riding a
boat down the Ohio and
Mississippi Rivers from
Marietta. They sold the boat in
New Orleans, worked there
awhile, and decided to return
to their hometown via hor-
seback.

“We bought the horses in
January. [ had to learn to ride
and Donna had to relearn. We
left from Metarie on June 3,
and we hope to be back in
Marietta about the first of

»

September,” Curt said early
monday morning at the Donald
Franks residence on Highway
45 south of Booneville,

It was a learning experience
on both sides: learning to ride
as well as learning to be rid-
den. The couple walked their
horses the first 80 miles or so

‘until the animals became
accustomed to. being ridden,

and to the traffic on the roads
they followed.

Donna and Curt have been
averaging about 15 miles per
day and the slow pace of the
journey is one of the things the
Bowling Green University (in
Ohio) graduates enjoy most.

“In a car you go by so
quickly you don’t have a
chance to meet the people and
look over the scenery. On
horseback, you can talk to
people, enjoy the countryside
you're traveling through far
more,” Curt said.

On the road, the couple pack

their provisions, and pitch a
tent to spend the night. They
stop and eat along the roadside
or in recreational areas, and
try to spend the night in quiet
areas . where there is little
traffic and few people.

The hotres eat well also. In
addition to being abiie to graze
while Curt and Donna are
stoppad for meals, each animal
receives 19 pounds of grain per
day.

“People have been good to us
during our trip. They'll often
stop and say ‘hi.’ Some people
will hit their car horn as they
ride by. They're just being
friendly, but I don’t think they
realize it could upset the
horses,” he added.

They also meet people when
they stop for food or to askabout
aplace to stable their horses at
night. They met the Franks
that way.

They had stopped at the

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College Trustees OK
5 Million Budgets

The Northeast Junior
College Board of Trustees
approved three budgets
totaling over $5 million for the
1979-80 year during their
Tuesday afternoon meeting.

During the meeting the
board accepted bids on
numerous items from a steel
building to insurance, and took
a hard look at rising insurance
costs.

The board approved
operating budget of $4,150,368,
a restricted funds budget of
$337,415, and an auxiliary
funds budget of $824,999.

The motion for approval and
subsequent favorable vote on
the three budgets came
minutes after they were

brought up on the agenda. The

proposed buidgets had been
mailed to lboard members
earlier for thieir study.

Also approwved was a series
of amendmemts to the 1978-79
budget. The new budget will
take effect July 1 and run
through June: 30 of next year.

The restrictted funds are used
for building repairs and ad-
ditions and |housing repairs,
while the auxiiliary monies are

used for supplemental ac-
tivities such as the student
book store and grill.

Other major items of the
budgets, and the amounts
budgeted, included $1,372,309
for the heating and air con-
ditioning instruction program,
$958,363 for the vocational
technical program, $275,000 for
adult education, night schools
