$1 Million Lawsuit Filed Against

Electric Power Company

A Prentiss County man has
filed a $1 million lawsuit
against a Lee County man and
the Tombigbee Electric Power
Assn., claiming that their
negligence led to an-accident
that left him partially
paralyzed,

Jerry Fugitt filed the suit
seeking the judgement against

The suit indicates that on or
about Nov. 12, 1975, Fugitt was
employed as a laborer with
Grimes Construction Co., in
Lee County, while the company
was clearing rights of way for
future power lines and routes
for the power company.

Edwards was supervising on
site jobs for the power com-
pany. Fugitt had cut a tree, but
it hung in the surrounding
branches and did not fall,

manner, began operating a
tractor that had a line running
from it to the tree. As the tree
was being pulled the tree
snapped and struck Fugitt.

Fugitt suffered contusions,
abrasions and paralysis of the
lower extremities from being
hit by the tree, according to the
suit.

The injuries are ‘‘serious and
permanent” according to the
suit and totally disable Fugitt
for the rest of his life. Fugitt's
injuries will prevent him from

earning an estimated $300,000
in wages during the rest of his
life, the suit continues.

The injuries have also cost
Fugitt thousands of dollars in
medical bills and will result in
continued medical expenses
for the rest of his life, the suit
says.

The actions of the power
company and Edwards were
“negligent” and in ‘“Total
disregard for the safety of
others in the area,” the suit
alleges.

The suit contends that the
comparny and Edwards should

_have known the proper way for

handling a situation involving
tangled trees,

The suit also contends that
the construction company, not
the power company, was
authorized to do what Edwards
took on himself to do. It con-
tends that the accident
wouldn't have happened ex-
cept for the “negligence” of
Edwards and the power
company.

Chief Stacy said the men
were picked up by Baldwyn
police and a highway patrol
officer about an hour after the
robbery.. He added that:‘the
juvenile was being considered
an adult in the case because
armed robbery is a capital
offense in this state.
