Booneville City Police
Commissioner Charles Steen
said early this week that work
is underway to correct as
many deficiencies as possible
that were listed in a three page
“request for improvements”
submitted to the city board of
aldermen recently by police
department officials.

The typewritten report, done
in outline form, set out a list of
proposed improvements that
ranged from new squad cars
and necessary .safety equip-
ment for them to new shotguns,
spotlights and replacement
fingerprint chemicals--many
of which the city is now out of,

_ according to the report.

Proposed administrative
changes sought include a
second day per week off duty
instead of the present one, an
increase in the clothing
allowance now paid to officers
as well as an increase in the

yearly bonus from one per cent
to two. No pay raise was
sought.

The report also requested
that the mayor, board of
aldermen and police com-
missioner meet a second time
with City Court Judge John
Ferrell, whose performance of
duty has upset many officers,
according to the document.

"According to the report
signers, the judge must send in
required state reports and do a
better job of collecting back
fines,”” which would help pay
for needed equipment.

The report added that “the
police officers are highly
disturbed by the current
judicial practices.

‘‘The police officers are
being scorned by the citizens
because they know that very
little, if nothing, will happen to
them when they come to court.
The businessmen are laughing

problems also contributed to
the high turnover rate of police
in the department.

Commissioner Steen said
Tuesday that “we're in the
process of gradually upgrading
our police department.” Many
of the points made in the
request are being taken care
of, he added.

He said the shotguns,
fingerprinting chemicals, wall
lockers, and accident in-
vestigation kits had been or-
dered. He also said that of-
ficers requests for further
professional education at
various schools would be
honored. :

The report was signed by
every member of the depart-
ment--officers, dispatchers
and administrative workers as
well- except Chief W.W. Stacy.

Two Booneville residents
have been arrested in con-
nection with a pair of breakins
over the weekend, while three
juvenile girls were arrested
earlier in connection with the
thefts of potted plants from
nearly 20 homes in the area.
Two other juveniles were
caught in someone else's
home, police said.

Two other cases, both in-
volving the theft of rifles and
shotguns, remain under in-
vestigation by police.

Police Chief W.W. Stacy said
that Earl Franks, 19, and
Virginia Strange, 30, both of
Booneville, have been charged
in connection with breakins at
two local restaurants.

The two were being held in
jail early this week, charged
with breaking into the Wagon
Wheel and the Chicken Hut.

Wednesday Night Fire
Heavily Damages Co-Op

A fire, possibly caused by
lightning, heavily damaged the
Prentiss County Co-Op Wed-
nesday night.

Booneville Fire Chief Frank
Fleming said two pumper
trucks and 15 men responded
the blaze shortly after 8:15 and
battled the fire umtil about
midnight.

“We've about determined
that the fire was caused by
lightening. There was a

‘lightning storm that evening,
and we believe that lightning
struck an aerial on top of the
building,” he said Friday.

Firemen were called after a
witness saw lightening hit the
antenna and ignite the blaze.

“We were lucky. There was
no ong hurt in the fire. The
building was a near-total loss,”
he added.

According to Leroy Forst of
the fire department., the

showroom in the front of the
building was destroyed in the
fire.

He added that much of the
building’s supply of seed,
fertilizer and farm chemicals
received smoke and water
damage.

“Idon't have any idea of the
amount of dollar damage, but
it was a terrific loss that could
run well over a million
dollars,”’ Frost said.

School Lunch Program Set

The Prentiss County School
District today announced its
policy for (free and reduced
.price meals,) for children
served under the national
school lunch, school breakfast
and special milk programs.
Local school officials have
adopted a family size income

criteria for determining
eligibility .
Children from families

whose income is at or below the
levels shown are eligible for
free or reduced price meals. In
addition, families not meeeting
these criteria but with other
unusual expenses due to

unusually high medical ex-
penses, shelter costs in excess
of thirty percent (30 per cent)
of income, special education
expenses due to the mental or
physical condition of a child,
«and disaster or casualty losses
are urged to apply, according
ito school officials.

Application forms are being
sent to all homes in a lefter to
parents. Additional copies are
available at the principal’s
office in each school. The in-
formation provided on the
application is confidential and
will be used only for the pur-
