Hospital Trustees OK

$5.5 Million Budget

The Northeast Mississippi
Hospital Board of Trustees
Monday night approved a 1979-
80 fiscal year budget that
predicted total operating
expenses of $4,932,520 and set
projected revenues at
$5,596,740.

The budget is about 10 per
cent larger than the $5,087,058
budget the hospital is presently
operating under, and better
than $1 million larger than the
$4,395,619 budget the hospital
operated under the preceding
year, according to figures
presented at the meeting.

The budget takes effect on
Oct. 1. Before that time,
however, the budget will be
presented to both the
Booneville Board of Aldermen
and the Prentiss County Board
of Supervisors for their okay.

Approval from both boards is
necessary since the facility is
city-county owned. The county
also contributes about $66,000
in millage to the hospital, but
no money is received from the

city.

Major sources of expected
inpatient revenue include
$1,537,170 from routine ser-
vices to patients, $1,023,390
from pharmacy operatons,
$705,380 from laboratory
services, $558,680 from central
services and supply, $275,660
from ' the radiology depart-
ment, $274,030 from inhalation
therapy, $178,720 from the
coronary care unit, $152,570
from the operating rooms,
$116,280 from nuclear medicine
and $114,380 from the intensive
care units. Total expected
inpatient care is $5,291,730.

Major areas of outpatinet
care include $64,200 in
emergency room physician
fees, $62,700 from radiology,
$50,890 from emergency ser-
vices, $36,480 from laboratory
services, $33,65 from the
pharmacy section, $26,570
from central services and
supply, $10,670 from physical
therapy and $10,450 from
electrocardiology. The ex-
pected revenues from other
departments decrease to a low

Tanker overturns, burns

Truck Crash Kills 1

A tanker truck transporting
gasoline overturned and ex-
ploded near Booneville Friday,

killing the truck’s driver.

No one else was injured in
the accident on Mississippi 30,
although some of the 35
firemen who fought the truck'’s
flames for about two hours
suffered from heat exhaustion.

The driver, 23-year-old
Tommy Spears of Phil Camp-
bell, Ala., was en route to
Booneville shortly before 11
a.m. Friday when he ap-
parently lost control of the
tanker, which overturned and
exploded about one-half mile
east of the intersection of
Mississippi 4 and 30.

Officials at the Prentiss
County Sheriff's Department
said the tanker went off of the
highway into a small wooded
area before it overturned.

“The driver must have been
killed instantly,” one deputy
sheriff said.

Traffic was relatively heavy
on the highway at the time of
the accident. But, because no
vehicles were immediately
around the tanker, no one else
was injured, a deputy said.

Booneville Fire Chief Frank
Fleming said, when the
department’s tanker arrived
shortly after 11 a.m, the
tanker was ‘‘completely
engulfed in flames.”

The Booneville department
requested additional help. Men
and equipment from _the
Baldwyn, Jumpertown, Cairo
and Wheeler fire departments
all arrived within about 45
minutes.

About 35 firemen battled the
flames for about two hours.

Million In Federal Grants

Federal funds totaling

$1,232,753 have been approved
for programs at Northeast
Mississippi Junior College,
Cong. Jamie Whitten said
Tuesday.
. The Appalachian Regional
Commission funds were ap-
proved in a pair of grants:
$972,4%0 for expansion of the
vocational technical facilities
at the college and $260,273 to
help purchase equipment for
the heavy equipment program
at the college.

The expansion grant will
include construction of a 30,750
aq. ft. facility which will house

the water treatment, industrial
hygiene, remedial education,
boilermaker, and start-up
training programs.

Total cost of the expansion
program will be $1,215,000 of
which $134,688 will be
vocational education act funds
with the college contributing
$108,432.

Northeast will also supply
$69,676 for the heavy equip-
ment program, bringing the
total cost of the project to
$329,949.

Northeast President Harold
T. White said Tuesday that
‘‘the main thrust of the larger

grant will be to allow us to
build the new facility.

“Construction of the new
building will allow us to pull
tojgether programs that are
now scattered across the
campus and bring them under
ome roof,” he said.

‘“‘Presently many of the
programs are housed in
teimporary and overcrowded
faccilities.”

Consolidation of the
programs will also allow the
college to move toward its goal
of training people to fill the job
needs of new and expanding
industries in this area, the

president said.

President White added he
hoped that plans for the
building could be approved in
“45 to 60 days,” and that
construction on the building
could start early next year.

The grant for the heavy
equipment program will allow
the college to purchase
equipment that it is now
leasing for training purposes.

Expected to be purchased
are a number of bulldozers,
scrapers, end loaders and
backhoes, the president con-
cluded.

The quilt not only shows the
st:ates across this country, it
aliso includes several places in
Bwooneville with ‘‘cotton
polyester fiber and lining from
Hiancock, the outer lining from
W’almart and the batting from
Winway,” according to Miss
Boolt.

The quilt -seven rows of
