Former Lt. Governor William Winter swept Prentiiss County-
and the rest of the state-to capture the Democratic. nomination
for governor from present Lt. Governor Evelyn Gamdy Tuesday
in the Democratic primary runoff.

On the county level, retired highway patroiiman John
McCauley defeated incumbent sheriff Ralph Martiin, 52794647
by over a 600 vote margin out of over 9700 votes (cast.

In other major county races, Danny Childers deffeated Gene
Gray 5251-4700 in the Tax Assessors and Collector's race and
Phillip Cole outdistanced Louise Dubard5450-4546for Chancery
Clerk.

In other statewide races, John R. Young took Premtiss County
5527-3943 and the rest of the seven county First Judiccial District
to retain the post of District Attorney against. Frank A. Russell,
according to Wednesday morning returns. Jackison lawyer
william Allain smashed W.0. “Chet” Dillard in Premtiss County
5408-3627 as well as the balance of the state in the race for
Attorney General.

Macky Gann and Charles
Barnes remembered Tuesday
as a quiet day.

Too quiet. The two Prentiss
County ambulance service
employees might have
suspected something would
break, but they never
suspected they would deliver a
baby who was faster than a
speeding ambulance.

The two men, and shift
supervisor Kenneth Edge were
on duty that day at the Miss.
Corp. Services, Inc. building on
the bypass.

Shortly after 5 came the call
from the Northeast Hospital
that would electrify the dull

“While 1 was serving with
the sheriff’s department, I saw
some areas in the justice court
judge’s job that needed im-
provement. I felt like I could
make those improvements,”
he said late last week.

“‘Various affadavits and
search warrants weren’t being
written the way they should.
Nowadays, you have to do that
right or you can get sued,
whether you're the judge or the

You'll probably never catch
Willie Anderson packing a law
book in one hand and a police
revolver in the other, but he
could do it if he wanted.

Willie recently became the
first black man elected as
justice court judge in Prentiss
and quite possibly
Northeast Mississippi.

And he’s confident he can
carry out that job while
remaining an officer in the

Booneville Police Department.
He admits it will be a
challenge, but the 6-1, 235 lb.
officer is probably broad-
shouldered enough to carry the
load.

Willie's plan to win election
as the justice court judge for
Dist. 5 began several years ago

officer who serves the papers.

“It also seemed like there
were a lot of bad check
warrants that weren't getting
served. I'm going to get me a
baliff and serve every one
possible,” he said.

“I've seen.papers, and the
cases pertaining to them,
thrown out because papers

- that

weren’t served properly,” he
added. :

“I'm a graduate of the
Mississippi Law Enforcement
Academy. We learned the
correct way to prepare papers
there. Of course, I've also
served them in the field.”

The new justice judges will
also attend a school later this
year at Ole Miss about
correctly writing papers.”

I feel like both
respect me, because I never
had any problems from either
side,” he added.
