The Booneville Board of
Aldermen Tuesday night took
another step down the long
road toward developing a
functional separate school
system.

By a 40 vote-alderman J.W.
Timbes was absent--the
aldermen approved a five-
member separate school
system board of trustees,
Trustees chosen, and the
length of their terms, were Dr.

“The Prentiss County
soybean crop looks excellent.
With a couple more rains, I
wouldn’t be surprised if we
have the largest crop ever.”

That's the way Agricultural
Stablization and Conservation
Service County Executive
Director Charles Calvert
summed up the state of the 62-
plus thousand acre.crop now
growing toward fall. harvest.

Calvert reflected the op-
timistic outlook on a crop that
could bring area farmers over
$9.3 million dollars, depending
on the price of soybeans and
the bushels of beans per acre
that are produced.

“l think most people will
agree that we've got an out-
standing prospect for the best
soybean harvest in the 22 years
I've been here,” Calvert said
Friday. :

He said several more well-
spaced rains, coupled with a
frost date of late October or
early November, would help to
insure a bumper crop of beans.

The late frost date would
help to insure that beans
replanted after a pounding rain
earlier this summer would
have a chance to develop to
maturity.

That heavy rainfall pum-
meled many bean plants to
death, and triggered dirt slides
that buried other plants under
mud and silt. The seven-hour
downfall last June also made

injured farm owners in Prentiss,

“1 think we could be talking
about an average bushel per
acre figure of 25 or 26 bushels
of beans this year . that figure
would be far better than the
present county record of 2
bushels per acre,” Calvert
said.

The county executive
director. said that ‘‘ideal
growing conditions’’ con-
tributed to the development of
this year’s crop. .

“You need excessive rainfall
to produce a, good crop of
beans, and we've had that this
year. With the exception of the
heavy rain in June, we've had
the rains spaced out preity
well,

“We haven't had any long
droughts. Last year, for
example, we had an extended
dry spell from about late July
to harvesting time of about
Sept. 20. That drought resulted
in a very short crop that
averaged about 18 bushels per
acre,” he said.

Ironically, the very size of
this year's bean crop may
force the market price down
for soybeans. The county
executive director said that he
expects the market price for
beans to be about $8 per bushel,
but said a bumper crop could
push it down.

The falling market price
may catch farmers in a
squeeze between lowered bean
prices and rising costs of
production reflected in the
steadily climbing prices of
such essentials as farm
chemicals, fuel and equip-
ment.

18 “Victims” Treated In Hospital Drill

A school bus and a truck
smash into each other with a
sound like a huge door being
slammed. Blood and gasoline
drip out of the smashed
vehicles and blend on the
pavement, Victims wander
dazed from the scene, tripping
over bloody inert bodies of
those less fortunate.

And as silently as cancer
cells slipping into a blood-
stream, lethel levels of atomic
radiation leak from the truck
and drop an invisible mantle of
death over the tragic scene..

That was the fictional setting
for the Northeast Mississippi

Hospital's mock ‘“red alert”
held Friday early afternoon.
The simulated situation was
designed to test the ability of
the hospital and ambulance
personnel to respond to a
community disaster.

“I feel like it was a good
exercise. It showed us where
our strong points and weak
areas were,” Shirley Dill said
Tuesday.

The drill is ome of two alerts
required yearly by the hospital
in order to retain its ac-
creditation. 3 ‘

Such drills-and sometimes
real disasters take the place of
mock drills, according to Mrs.
Dill--‘‘are desiigned to educate
our personnel on what to do in

the event of a community
disaster or anything that
orings a large influx of patients
into the hospital in a short
time,” she said.

The exercise began to unfold
at about 12:58 p.m. Friday. A
red alert signal-meaning six
or more people required im-
mediate medical attention-
flashed through the hospital.

“Hospital personnel weren’t
told on the front end that this
was a simulated emergency,"”
the in-service coordinator said,
and better than 150 hospital
and ambulance personnel went
into action believing the signal
to be genuine.

The ‘‘victims'® of the
simulated crash were students

in Northeast Junior College’s
licensed practical nursing
program. The roster of
simulated injuries included
averything medical personnel
could expect from such a
collision.

“One person simulated a
heart attack while others
simulated broken bones,
lacerations, puncture wounds,
respiratory difficulties and
burns. Several people aiso had
to be dealt with as if they had
been contaminated by
radioactivity,” Mrs. Dill said.

Plenty of makeup, blood-like
substances liberally smeared
and a number of realistic-
appearing latex devices
resembling real injuries, cuts

or amputations added realism
to the exercise.

The “victims”’ were taken
from a bus located near the
Community Center and

transported by ambulance to_

the hospital.

Those who would
require further medical at-
tention were prepared for
transfer to Tupelo, although no
runs to that city’s hospital
were made, Mrs. Dill said.

“The exercise took about 32
minutes from start to finish. It
was my second program, and 1
think it went better than the

first,” she added.

“There was enough time to
get the people and equipment
assembled. The exercise
pointed up both improvements
from the last exercise and
short areas in the present
disaster-assistance plan.

“] think one of the strongest
areas was our short response
time, and the very efficient
manner of response to the drill.

‘‘Perhaps one of the areas we
need to work on is dealing with
people that have been con-
taminated by radioactivity,”
she added.

She said a further evawation
session would be held at 12:30
p-m. Friday in the hospital
cafeteria.
