Curlee Explains Dismissals

Booneville High School head
football coach Mac Curlee said
Monday that the recent
dismissal of several players
from the high school squad
stemmed from "an attitude
problem that has existed on the
team since the beginning of the
season.

The departure of some 13
students from the team
following Booneville's
homecoming game against
Fulton on Friday night, Oct. 5,

has spawned a host of rumors

and created much gossip in the
community about the situation
and Curlee’s handling of the
matter. :

“I knew it would not make
me the most popular man in
town when I decided to do it,”
Curlee said.

Coach Curlee said that, on
the Monday following the
Fulton game, he called several
of the players into his office,
one at a time, and told them
that he felt their poor attitude
and poor effort on the team
was wrong and that he could
not let things continue as they
were.

“I didn’t want it {to magnify
and affect the performance of
the younger kids,” Curlee said.

He said that in his; individual
meetings with the boys he did
not specifically ask them to
leave the team. He s;aid that he
told them they coulld come to
practice every day for the
remaining six weeks; of football
season, but that he would
probably be playing someone
else in their position on the
team.

Curlee said that he told each
of the boys that this decision
was not a personal attack
against the players involved,
but an effort to improve the
attitude of the wremaining

" players, an effort. to make

them work as a team.
As a result of hiis meetings

with the players, seven of
them, four of whom were
seniors;, handed in their

uniforms immediately.

The coach said that most of
the players ‘‘seemetd relieved”
after they had turmed in their
uniforms. Only one player
seemed upset about the
matter, he said.

Flu Vaccine Now

County health departments
now have the needed am-
munition to fight this season’s
expected influenza outbreak.

Some 60,000 : doses of f{lu
vaccine have been delivered to
health professionals in the
county health departments,
according to Herb Loy,
coordinator of the State Board
of Health influenza im-
munization program.

The influenza immunization
program is aimed at ‘“high
risk’’ people--those 65 and
older and those who have heart
trouble, lung disease, kidney
disease, diabetes, anemia, or
other chronic illness. They're
the people who may find flu a
tough or impossible disease to
beat.

A yearly vaccination can be
70 to 90 per cent effective in
preventing flu. Vaccines are
made each year from the

major viral strains scientists
expect to cause illness that
year. This season’s: formula is
directed at the Texas and
Brazil strains of Influenza A
and the Hong Konjg strain of
Influenza B.

Influenza outbreaks are
most common in the fall and
winter. In 1978, some 8,566
cases of influenza were
reported; so far this year, less
than 1,000 have been reported.

Early fall is the best time to
get flu shots.

The Prentiss County Health
Department does have the
vaccine at this time, a
spokesman said.

Anyone in the high risk groups
can get the vaccine at the
Health Department free of
charge. Nurses are on duty to
give the shots all dayy Mondays,
and Wednesday s and Friday s
from 1 to 5 p.m.

That one player did not turn
in his uniform, Curlee said, but
continued to come to practice
and worked to improve his
attitude. Curlee decided to let
him play in last Friday’'s game
against Nettleton and the
coach said that the young man
played the best he has all year.

Coach Curlee said that he did
not make the decision to
dismiss the boys lightly.
However, after the poor
showing against Fulton in the
homecoming game, he met
with his staff late that Friday
night and discussed what he
was going to do.

He said that he knew his
decision to dismiss the players
from the team would not bring
immediate results. “It might
be a long time, but good things
could come from the decision,”’
he said.

The Booneville coach said
that although the players’
attitudes during the Fulton
game brought the problem to a
climax, the decision was not
based solely on that game.

As a result of teasing and
unnecessary criticism from his
teammates, one player left the
team even before the first
game of the season, Curlee
said. He said that by the second
week of the season, he had
begun holding meetings with
the team stressing nothing but
attitude.

Curlee said that he told the
players then that their attitude
was ‘‘terrible’’ and that if there
were any more problems, he
would ask for their unifroms
back.

He said that he told them
they must get their attitudes
right and get together and play
ball, or they couldn’t play at
all.

He said he told them there
was no room for jealousies and
criticism of other people on the
team.

Curlee said that, following
these meeting with the team,
things improved for a while.
Then a series of ‘“‘minor at-
titude incidents’’ began, he
said.

He said that some of the
players on the sidelines would
spend their time looking in the
stands, talking with people on
the sidelines, and joking and
laughing, instead of following
the game.

Coach Curlee related one
incident involving a younger
player that he sent in to play in
the final quarter of one game.
He said that the young player
may not have been the best at
his position, but that he wanted
the young man to get some
experience with the team. Two
of the older players on the

On Separate School District

Hearing To Be Held

On Monday, Nov. 19, the
State Educational Finance
Commission will conduct a
hearing at its office in Jackson
concerning the establishment
of a Booneville Municipal
Separate School District.

The Commission announced
the hearing in the following
letter, which was addressed to
the Prentiss County School
Board and the Board of
Trustees of the proposed
Booneville Municipal Separate
School District:

“You are hereby notified
that the State Educational
Finance Commission will meet
in Regular session on
November 19, 1979, in Room
1207, Woolfolk State Office
Building, Jackson, Mississippi.
A hearing is set for 11:00 a.m.
relative to the establishment of
a municipal separate school
district for the City of
Booneville, Mississippi.

You are invited to bhe
present, in person or by
representatives, and to make
whatever presentations you
deem relevant to the matter
before the Commission. Please
be prepared to present your
oral or written arguments in an
expeditious manner.”’

Lex Cain, Prentiss County
Superintendent of Education,
expressed his opposition to the
separate school district in a
letter to the editor of the
Banner-Independent, which is
being published on today’s
editorial page.

In expressing his opposition,
Supt. Cain said there is no
conclusive evidence that
anyone would benefit from a
separate school district and
that it is obvious it would place
a hardship on all county
students, with the possible
exception of those residing
within the city limits of

Now Available

Absentee ballots for the Nov.
6 general election are now
available at the Prentiss
County Court House, according
to Circuit Court Clerk, Travis
Cox.

In making the an-
nouncement, Cox said, ‘A
recent opinion from the State
Attorney General’s office
advises that those wishing to
vote an absentee ballot must
come to the Circuit Clerk’s
office and vote in person unless
they are physically in-
capacitated or temporarily
residing out of the county.”

Prentiss County Tax
Assessor-Collector  Sarah
Smith Cummings said Tuesday
that her office is no longer
mailing out notices to county
residents whentheir
automobile tag stickers are
due to be renewed.

Mrs. Cummings said that a
lack of funds for the mailing
program was the reason her
office has stopped the mailing
procedure.

“It was just a courtesy of the
office to send out the notices,”’
she said, “‘and when you don’t

have any funds, you can’t go
with it.”

She said that the office
stopped mailing the notices at
the end of the last budget year,
which would be the last of
September.

It will now be up to the in-
dividual vehicle owner to keep
track of when new car tag
stickers should be purchased.

The old stickers show the
month and year they expire.
New stickers are to be pur-
chased by the last day of the
