School Controversy Continues

Booneville attorney
Donald Franks is expected
to make his recom-
mendation within a few days
to the county school board
concerning the legality of
the Booneville Municipal
Separate School District.

Franks was hired last
week to investigate the
legality of the formation of
the separate school district,
following a meeting in which
he told the county school
board they could possibly be

held legally responsible for
any inequities in education
within the city limits of
Booneville if the separate
school district was formed
illegally, or not according to
law.

In his investigation,
Franks has raised the
question of legality con-
cerning the period of time-
nine years--between the
passage of the city or-
dinance establishing the
separate school district and
the taking of steps to im-
plement it.

Franks has also pointed
out that when the Booneville
Board of Aldermen ap-
pointed the five-member
board of trustees for the
separate school district in
September 1979, they were
appointed to study the
feasibility of establishing
the separate school district
and to then report back to
the aldermen their findings.

He said that the trustees
were not given the power to
form or run a school district,
only investigate the
feasibility.

PCP: A Killer Stalks The Streets. ..

Today a killer is loose on
the streets of Corinth. The
killer does not use guns or

knives to murder its victims.
But a more subtle form of
death.

The killer’s name is PCP,
a deadly drug known as
“angel dust” or “Hog.”

Eight cases involving
abuse of the lethal
hallucinogen have surfaced
in Alcorn County during the
past week, according to Jay
Lee and Lanny Taylor,
couniselors for the Alcohol
and Drug Abuse Division of
Timlber Hills Mental Health
Serv'ices.

Four of the eight victims
have been teenagers. Six
have had to be in-
stitutionalized, placed in in-
patient hospitals to keep
them from hurting them-
selves or someone else. All
are from Alcorn County.

None of the eight knew
that “angel dust’’ was the
drug they had taken. ‘“‘Most
of these kids are not ad-
dicts,”” Taylor says. “They
are occasional users--or
maybe one-time users. They
thought they were getting

quaalude or cocaine.”

Instead, they got hold of a
drug which humans cannot
legally take at all. PCP
(phencyclidine) has only one
lawful use, says Lee: as an
animal tranquilizer.

When humans do use it,
the effects can. be
devastating-even  deadly.

And the worst part is that
they are totally un-
predictable.

“We've found that no one
has had any reaction until at
least 12 days after taking the

drug,” says Taylor.
‘“‘Sometimes the effects
aren't felt until three months
after use.” !

Then the user’s reaction
may take any number of
forms. He will probably
suffer from flashbacks. He
may experience deep
depression. He may also
become temporarily
paralyzed.

Perhaps most dangerous,
he may sink into a state of
violent paranoia, in which he
is afraid to leave his home

and terrified of other people.
While in this state, he may
well try to commit suicide,
or possibly, to harm
someone else,

In fact, Taylor and Lee
say that most deaths
associated with PCP are not
due to overdoses of the drug.
Rather, they are suicides or
auto accidents.

“*Kids who use ‘angel dust’
usually die violently,” says
Taylor. “They become so
paranoid they want to harm
themselves, or others."

“We cannot treat them as
out-patients,”” Lee says.
“We have to put them in a
lhospital where they can be
«closely watched.”

Lee says two of the eight
llocal victims of PCP abuse
ttried to commit suicide. One
iis 16, the other, 19.

All eight came to Timber
Hills for help because they
were scared. They had no
idea what was happening to
them.

“And they were right to
come to us,” Lee says. “It is

imperative these people get
treatment.”

Taylor warns that these
eight cases are probably not
isolated. “We know the drug
is in Prentiss County, as well
as in Alcorn. It's also in
Shelby County, Tenn.,” he
adds.

“The cases we've seen
have included people from
every soical level,”. l#e
says. So far, all the viefims~:
have been white. And all of
them have been young,
