Most of the problems that
are being reported to health
officials involve people
taking the drug without
knowing what they were
getting. They think they are
getting something else.

problems come up.”

He said that symptoms to
look for in those inex-
perienced with the drug, or
taking it without knowing it,
are paranoia and confusion.

“The first thing 1 have
noticed is that paranoia sets
in,”” Rummage said. “They
are also totally confused and
are really unaware of what
they are doing or what they
have done.”

“Suicidal tendency is also
very high,” Rummage said,
‘“‘along with homicidal
tendencies—it can come and

know what they are taking.

The immediate problem is
mot so severe with those who
aire familiar with it, he said.

For those who are familiar
with the drug, it is a
powerful (and illegal)
halluecinogen--
*“just like dropping acid
(LSD). The hallucinating
experience is what the users
get out of it.”

However, there are other

human use as a tranquilizer,
but then was found to be
unsafe for human use. The
only thing that it is legally
used for now is as an animal
tranquilizer.”

Local treatment for users
of the drug is limited.

“More or less first aid
work is all we can do,”
Rummage said of reported
cases. “We get a doctor to
sedate them and possibly
hospitalize them until we
can make arrangements to
transport them to a treat-
ment center.”

Those in their late teens
and early 20's seem to be the
major users--‘‘of course,
those are the one’s who are

Several copies of “The
Klansman,”” a monthly
publication of the Ku Klux
Klan organization, were
placed in some issues of the
Banner-Independent last
week without the knowledge
or consent of the newspaper.

Only a few of the
newspapers in some of the
newstands around town
contained the Klan material.
None of .the papers sent by
mail contained these inserts.

The establishments where
the newspaper racks were
located also had no
knowledge of the Klan
material being inserted into
the papers.

This unauthorized
material was apparently
inserted into some copies of
the Banner-Independent
Wedensday night, April 23,
after the newspapers had
been delivered to various
