Arrive By River Barge

The major components
of the Unit 1 reactor arrived
atop a Tennessee River
barge Saturday, June 21, at
TVA’s Yellow Creek
Nuclear Power Plant near
«dka.

Reportedly the heaviest
barge cargo ever shipped by
TVA, the barge held a 500-
ton reactor pressure vessel,

two 775-ton steam
generators, a 100-ton reactor
closure head and a 140-ton
pressurizer. The barge
began the 225-mile river trip
in Chattanocoga, arriving at
the facility about 4:45 p.m.
Saturday.

The value of the reactor
components have been
estimated at $20 million, It

was expected to take about
10 days to unload the
components, beginning with
the intentional sinking of the
barge into the water this
past Monday so that the top
of the barge would be level
with the dock. Operations
were to begin Tuesday to
transport the components to

Implementation Date Draws Near

City school board at-
torney William Smith said
Tuesday he expects no
confrontation next week
between the city and the
county school boards over
property rights to the city
schools. :

Tuesday of next week,
July 1, is the date set by the
state Education Finance
Commission for the
Booneville Municipal
Separate School District to
take effect. However, the
fate of the new school
system is still in question as
the Prentiss County Board of
Education has refused to
recognize the legal
existance of the separate
school district.

The county school board
has said it will continue to
operate all schools in the
county next year, including
those within the city limits of
Booneville.

County school board at-
torney Donald Franks has
said that when the separate
school district’s trustees ask
for the keys to the facilities
of the city schools ‘‘they will
be refused.”

However, as of yet, the
Banner-Independent knows
of no one in authority who
has come out in support of
the county school board’s
position.

The Education Finance
Commission has contended
since the approval of the
separate school district in
November of last year that
the formation of the district

In Prentiss County

was legal. An opinion from
state attorney general Bill
Allain’s office last week said
the separate school district
was formed according to
legal procedures. This week
state Superintendent of
Education Charles Holladay
was reported to have said
that, based on the attorney
general’s opinion, the State
Education Department
recognizes the Booneville
school board as the proper
authority to operate the
Booneville schools begin-
ning July 1.

Holladay reportedly
stated that, after July 1, the
state monies slated for the
Booneville schools will be
sent to the city school beard
rather than the county
school board. He was quoted
