County Board To Appeal Commission’s Decision

The Prentiss County

School Board is currently in
the process of preparing an
appeal against the decision
last week of the Mississippi

Employment Security
Commission to grant
unemployment  compens-

ation to Booneville teachers.

Approximately 100 city
teachers, lunchroom
workers, maintenance
workers and other school
personnel signed up for

unemployment  compens-
ation after their contracts
with the county school
system were not renewed for
the coming school term at
the same time as the county
teachers’ contracts.

The county school board
did eventually offer the city
teachers a contract with the
stipulation that the contract
would no longer be valid if
the newly formed Booneville
Municipal Separate School
District were to be awarded
the city school property by

Tiny Creatures Pack
A Lot Of ‘Mussel’

Most of them are about the
diameter of a silver dollar
and they are not very much
to look at unless you happen
to be a malacologist, but five
little mussels--or even one of
them--could affect con-
struction of the massive
Tennessee-Tombighee

Waterway.
On April 11 the U.S. Fish
and Wildlife Service

published a notice in the
Federal Register saying it
would review the status of
the five mollusks believed to
reside, or maybe last seen,
in the Tombigbee River. A
status review is the first step
in a process that could end
with the placing of a plant or
animal on the endangered
species list under the
Endangered Species Act of
1973.

Though it is still early in
the process, the results of
this action could have an
impact on the Waterway in
much the same way the snail
darter affected the Ten-
nessee Valley Authority’s
Tellico Dam in east Ten-
nessee.

The snail darter was
discovered on the Little
Tennessee River by a
University of Tennessee
biologist in August of 1973
and the tiny fish was placed
on the endangered list in
November of 1975.
Subsequently, work on the
dam, which was 95 percent
complete, was halted and it
was not until Congress
passed a special act that
filling of the lake was
commenced in November of
