Outlook Said Good For City School System

“We think we will have
one of the best systems in
the state,””’ Dr. William
Preston told the Booneville
Rotary Club Tuesday of the
new Booneville Municipal
Separate School District.
“Our goal is to compete with
the top 10 schools in the state
within 10 years--probably
sooner.”

Booneville city schools’
superintendent Troy Hen-
derson, the principals of the
city schools, the coaches and
the band director met with
the Rotary Club Tuesday to
give an outlook for the
separate school district’s
198081 term. City schools
begin registration Monday
and classes start Wed-
nesday.

Dr. Preston, chairman of
the separate school district’s
board of trustees, in-
troduced Supt. Henderson
after giving a brief history of
the events that led to the

establishment  of he
separate school dlstnct.

In introducing Henderson,
Preston said, “He came to
Booneville knowing full well
what the situation was.”
When the board of trustees
hired Henderson, “we were
delighted at the time, and
have been even more

delighted since,” Preston
said.

Henderson introduced the
principals from three of the
city’s public schools. A
principal for Booneville
High School has not yet been
hired, he said.

Local Judge Assaulted :
Monday At City Grocery

Two men assaulted
Justice Court Judge Leon
Lauderdale in his grocery
store in Booneville Monday
in an apparent attempt ito
influence his ruling in a case
scheduled to come before
him in court Saturday
morning.

Lauderdale said he has
several cases scheduled for
Saturday but the men did not
name a specific case. He

“said they told him, “You will

know.”

The First District judge
said he was alone in the
store when the two men
entered. One of the men
attacked him while the other
stood with his hand inside
his shirt as if he might hawe
a gun, Lauderdale said.

Although the judge was
not seriously injured, he
received numerous scrapes
and scratches over his
hands, arms, back and face
from what he thought might
have been an “Afro pic or
comb.” He said he also
received a “karate chop” to
his right shoulder and in-
jured his right leg, ap-
parently when he fell to the
floor.

Lauderdale was not
hospitalized, but was in
some pain Tuesday.

The judge described the
two men as being white, one
a little over six feet tall and
stocky and the other not as
tall. Both men had beards he
said. A green car of

unknown make was seen
parked behind the store at
the approximate time of the
beating, he said.

Alcorn Asks For New Ruling

Officials from the Alcorn
County School System were
to meet with the executive
committee of the Mississippi
High School Activities
Association yesterday
morning (Wednesday)
seeking to overturn a Jan. 14
ruling on the eligibility of
students in an area newly
annexed to the Corinth
Municipal Separate School
District.

The hearing was
requested in the wake of a
recent ruling by the

association allowing out-of-

district students to par-
ticipate in sports and other
extracurricular activities at
Booneville High School
through the remainder of
their high school careers.

Alcorn County School
Superintendent Tony Parker
said last week that the
request for the special
hearing is being made on
behalf of 14 athletes in
grades eight through 12. The
homes of these athletes are
included in a recent an-
nexation to the Corinth
school system, making them

ineligible for interscholastic
activities if they attend
school at county schools as
they have in the past.

““We are making this
appeal to the activities
association on behalf of our
youngsters who have had a
great injustice done to
them,”” Parker said last
week. “We feel this tears
down the American system
of equal treatment for all.”

A ruling by the activities
association on Jan. 14
disqualified students in the

Yellow Creek Construction

To Go °Full Speed Ahead’

TVA plans to “go full
speed ahead’” with the
construction of the massiive
Yellow Creek Nuclear powrer
facility, S. David Freeman,
chairman of the Tennessee
Valley Authority board, told
a joint meeting of about 230
Corinth Kiwanis, Rotary aind
Civitan club members last
week.

Freeman said the decisiion
to go ahead with the power
plant was made “‘solidly and
unanimously’ after full
consideration of the future
power needs of this region.

“We need this power on
the western end of our

system because we are
betting on a prosperous
future for this valley,” the
TVA chairman said. “If
TVA ever turned its back on
economic growth and
prosperity in this region, it
would be a sad day indeed.”

Freeman’s speech came
only about a week after TVA
announced that the Yellow
Creek Nuclear Power Plant
project would not be post-
poned as had been
previously speculated. The

reason cited earlier for the
possible postponement was
that the area’s power
demands were not in-

creasing at the rate ap-

ticipated.
Freeman told the
gathered businessmen and a

small group of anti-nuclear
proponents who were also
present that TVA brought
the nuclear option into their
array of energy “in the
interest of economy and in
the interest of an adequatse
power supply.”

He stressed that the
Yellow Creek plant will
“firm up” the reliability of
the overall TVA system ard,
when combined with the
other six nuclear facilities
