Prentiss County
Superintendent of Education
Lex Cain said Tuesday it is
not true that he has ordered
the county schools not to
play the Boaneville city
schools in sports activities.

The rumor was circulating
throughout the area Monday
and Tuesday that the county
superintendent had for-
bidden the county schools to
participate  with the
separate school distriet in
any sports activities.

“Itis not true I ordered the
county schools not to play
the city schools,” Cain said
Tuesday. He said that such
decisions would be left
entirely up to the individual
coaches at the schools.

However, referring to
some of the ‘‘hard feelings”

- resulting from the establish-

ment of the new separate
school district, Supt. Cain
said, “If I were a coach--
county or city- I wouldn't
play the other team because
something might be said or
done that might get both
teams put on probation.”
Booneville High School
basketball coach Ricky Ford
said Monday he had heard
the rumors about the county
teams not being allowed to
play the city teams, but he
said he had net been con-
tacted by any of the other

coaches to cancel the
games.
Ford said that if the

county did cancel the games
with the city, he would have
to try' to reschedule six
games and one tournament.

a candidate must have a
high school education or the
equivalent. Also, not moire
than 90 days nor less than (60
days before the election, tthe
candidate must file wiith
Circuit Clerk Travis Cox a
petition containing the
signatures of 50 qualified
voters.

As of Wednesday morninyg,
one candidate William W.
(Bill) Wimberly, had fileed

his petition with the circuit
clerk to run for the second
district school board
position. No petitions had
been filed for the first
district position.
