What was Manseill's
crime? It appears to be a

Sewer System Grant

Awarded To Mari_etta

Marietta has  been
awarded a $703,566
Environmental Protection
Agency grant to help fund its
$1 million sewer im-
provement project, ac-
cording to a spokesman
from Congressman Jamie
Whitten’s office.

Marietta officials are now
awaiting an Appalachian
Regional Commission grant,
a spokesman said. The
grant, expected to be an-
nounced soon, will complete
funding for the project.

The town has already
received a $100,000 Farmers
Home Administration grant
for the project, it was

reported. The Marietta
Board of Aldermen have
also sold $110,000 in com-
bined water and sewer
system revenue bonds to
help finance the im-
provements.

The project includes a
sewage treatment facility to
be built on town property in
southeast Marietta, four life
stations and about 26,000 feet
of pipe.

The improvements will
add about 110 families to the
system.

Construction on the
project is expected to be
completed in less than one
year, it was reported.

Local One-Vehicle Accident
Claims Kentucky Man

‘A Farmington, Ky., man
was pronounced dead on
arrival at the Iuka hospital
Saturday following a one
vehicle accident early
Saturday morning in
Prentiss County between
Cairo and Burton.

Mississippi Highway
Patrolman Alfred Michael,
who investigated the ac-
cident, said Donnie B.
Harding, 36, died after the
1979 International truck he
was driving left the road and
flipped over.

The wreck was believed to
have occurred between 4
and 5 a.m. Saturday. It was
discovered around 5 a.m. by
a newspaper carrier as he:
made his route.

Harding apparently went.
to sleep at the wheel of the:

vehicle as-he drove along
Highway 365, the in-
vestigating officer said.
After leaving the road, the
truck traveled ap-
proximately 600 feet before
coming to rest upside down
on the road bank.

The driver’s body was
pinned inside the truck.
Rescuers had to use a
wrecker to help pull the
driver’s seat out of the cab
before his mangled body
could be removed from' the
wreckage.

The truck was loaded with
approximately 800 bushels
(about 44,800 lbs.) of corn
grain. He was enroute from
Puryear, Tenn., to Sunshine
Mills in Tupelo.

When the truck flipped
over, almost 22'> tons of

grain were scattered over
the roadside.

Later in the day, the
owner of the truck arranged
to trade some of the grain to
the owner of the property
along the road where the
accident occurred to
compensate him for damage
to his fence and property. A
deal was also negotiated
with a firm to salvage the
remainder of the corn.

A crew worked well into
the day removing the
wreckage of the truck from
the site.

Patrolman Michaels was
assisted at the wreck site by
officers from the Prentiss
County and the Tishomingo
County sheriffs’ offices.
