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Booneville Woman Dies

In Tuesday Shooting

A shooting incident early
Tuesday morning resulted in
the death of a Booneville
woman and the
hospitalization of her
husband with a gunshot
wound.

Mrs. Margaret Brinkley,
39, was pronounced dead at
her home on Highway 4
West, just inside the
Booneville city limits, by
Coroner James Horn, ac-
cording to Prentiss County
Chief Deputy Carl Sartin,
the investigating officer in
the case.

Mrs. Brinkley had been
shot twice, once in the chest

amd once in the stomach,
S:artin said.

Her husband, Harold
Llloyd Brinkley, received a
gwnshot wound in the left
lexg, the deputy said. He is
cwrrently a patient in the
Niorth Mississippi Medical
Clenter in Tupelo where he is
listed in satisfactory con-
dlition with a gunshot wound
to the knee.

The shooting occurred
albout 12:35 a.m. Tuesday,
Siartin said. He said a son,
Aitley, was at home when the
shooting occurred, but that
he was in another room and
dlid not witness it.

Released Unharmed

Deputy Sartin  said
Wednesday morning that he
has not yet taken a

statement from Brinkley
because he is in the hospital.

No arrests had been made
as of Wednesday morning,
but Sartin said charges were
to be filed, pending further
investigation.

Further details of the
shooting were not available
at presstime.

Funeral services for Mrs.
Brinkley are scheduled for 2
p.m. today, Nov. 13, at the
McMillan Funeral Home
Chapel with the Rev.
Charles Potts and T.L.

Parker officiating. Burial is

to be in the Osborne
Cemetery.
Mrs. Brinkley was a

housewife and a member of
the Baptist Church.

She is survived by two
sons, H.L. Brinkley Jr. and
Atley Brinkley, both of
Booneville; one brother, Joe
Barnett of Starkville; and
two sisters, Mrs. Christine
McClain of New Haven,
Conn., and Mrs. Evelyn
Arhelger of Hawaii.

Thrasher Woman Kidnapped

A Thrasher woman is back
at home after a harrowing
experience as a kidnap
victim Wednesday afternoon
of last week.

Mrs. Deborah Robinson
was kidnapped from her
home just South of Thrasher
last Wednesday afternoon
by two unidentified white
males. She was released
later that afternoon across
the state line in Tennessee.

Sheriff John McCauley
said the two men apparently
forced their way into the
Robinson home about 1:30
that afternoon. Mrs.
Robinson was at home alone
at the time, he said.

The men took about $200 to
$300 worth of old money
(lhalf-dimes, etc.) the
Rtobinsons had been
ceollecting and a hand gun,
tthe sheriff said. They also
took Mrs. Robinson’s car
aind forced her to ac-
ctompany them, he said.

Sometime during the
ordeal, Mrs. Robinson was
aible to place a phone call to
mer mother. She could not
tell her mother where she
was, only that she was being
kidnapped, McCauley said.

The sheriff’s department
was then notified of the
kiidnapping.

Because of the ordeal,
Mrs. Robinson apparently
became so excited that she
had a seizure and passed out
inthe automobile, the sheriff
said. When she awakened,
the two men had abandoned
her and her car near Hen-
derson, Tenn.

The money and the hand
gun are still missing,
McCauley said Tuesday.

Other thar the seizure,
Mrs. Robinson was not
harmed in " 2e incident, the
Sheriff said.

SBA Loans Available

For Co%ty

The state of
has been declarefgiy
disaiter area by the” aa-
ministrator of the U.S. %mall
Business  Administration
(SBA) because of the
physical damage caused by
this summer’s severe
drought and excessive heat,
according to Sam M. Baker,
district director for the SBA
in Mississippi.

8ippi

While only 72 counties in
the state were actually
declared, farmers in all
counties are eligible to apply
under SBA rules, as the
remaining counties are
adjacent to those declared.

Any Mississippi farmer
who suffered crop losses as a
direct result of this sum-
mer’s drought or excessive
heat may apply for a low-
interest physical disaster
loan, Baker said.

“Up to one-half the loan
amount may be used to pay
accounts payable, notes
payable and to cover
reasonable living ex-
penses,’”’ he said. “At least
50 percent of the loan
amount must be reserved
for the planting of next
year’s crop.”

Only farmers or ranchers
who owned the damaged or
destroyed crops and-or
livestock at the time of the
drought are eligible to apply

for SBA financial
siatgice

L. Paplete sets of SBA
disdsver farm loan ap-
plications will be available
at each county ASCS Office.
A farmer must have fully
completed harvesting prior
to applying for a loan. The
County ASCS Office will
verify his loss. This also
must be done prior to ap-
plication.

In addition, farm related
businesses may be eligible
to apply for Economic
Injury Disaster Loans if
their business suffered
directly from the disaster.
Those loans are designed to
help applicants meet
obligations they could have
met had the disaster not
occurred. -

The deadline for filing for
farm physical disaster loans
is April 27, 1981, while the
deadline for filing for an
economic injury loan is July
27, 1981.
