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City Now Shows Increase

Mistake Found In Census Figures

Although still not as high
as originally hoped for,
Booneville’s 1980 Census
count has now been revised
to a more acceptable
number, according to Mayor
Charles Crabb.

The Regional Census
Center in Dallas, Texas, said
last week that the city’s 1980
Census count showed only
5,600 people currently living
in the city. This number is
not only down by more than
1,000 from the preliminary
figure of 6,631 released by
the Census Bureau this past
summer, but it is also down
from the city's total
population of 5,895 shown in
the 1970 Census.

Apparently a phone call by
Mayor Crabb to the Dallas
Regional Census Center
produced some results. The
mayor said he talked to John
Reader of the Dallas office
and explained the situation
to him.

Mayor Crabb said Reader
was very cooperative and
agreed with the mayor that
something just did not sound
right about the figures. He
told Crabb he would check
on it and get back to him.

Mayor Crabb told the
Banner-Independent that he
received a telephone call
from Reader Tuesday af-
ternoon of this week in which
Reader assured him the
figure of 5,600 was incorrect.
He told the Mayor that the

correct figure should be
6,142, i
This mearns that instead of
the city’s population being
down by about 5 percent as
reported last week, the
city’s population is up by a
little over 4 percent.
Mayor Crabb had
originally hoped the Census
would show the city with
about 7,000 residents; up by
a little over 18 percent.
Although Reader gave this
information to Crabb over
the telephone, he assured
the mayor a letter would be
sent to confirm the revision.
This upward revision of
the 1980 Census figures for
Booneville can mean money
for the city-many of the
revenue sharing and other

state and federal funds are
allocated on the basis of
figures obtained by the
Census Bureau.

Mayor Crabb said Reader
also told him Tuesday that
the correct figure for the
number of housing units in
the city is 2,435. This also
shows an increase from the
number of 2,227 given last
week by the Census Bureau.
The 1970 Census showed
2,159 housing units in the
city.

The figures given to the
Banner-Independent  last
week by the Dallas Regional
Census Office showed
Prentiss County as a whole
had an increase of 159
percent in population-from
