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Single High School Proposed

A proposal calling for a
single high school in the
Prentiss County School
System is currently

ceiving serious con-
sideration by the county’s
Board of Education.

At the regular school
board meeting on Wed-
nesday of last week, county
schools superintendent Lex
Cain, for the first time,
recommended that the
school board pursue a
building program plan
calling for only one new
centrally located high school
for the county school
district.

The school board made no
immediate decision on
Cain’s recommendation, but
said they would take it under
ardvisement. They said they

would like more input from
people in the school district
bexfore they take further

action.

Supt. Cain told the board
meembers that he was
miaking the recom-

meendation for just one high
scthool based on all the in-
forrmation available to him.
He said he believes this
action would be “in the best
intterest of the school system
amd education in Prentiss
County.”

“We don’t want to be a
triailer-park school,” Cain
saiid in reference to the
numerous mobile
classrooms currently being
ussed in the county school
sy;stem due to the over-
crrowded conditions.

“AS YOU ALL know, I
have long been an advocate
of keeping the schools where
they are,” Cain told the
school board. *‘I have fought
for that idea, and have
believed in it."”

“Now, I believe the time
has come to move ahead,
and to upgrade our schools
in Prentiss County so that
we can provide the finest
education and the best
facilities that we can give
our children,” he continued.

e

“A look at the operating
costs of our schools con-
vinces me that from a purely
financial consideration,
even if there were no others,
we must move on with a
building program and other
innovations before we are
forced to,”’ he said.

“The Prentjss County
School District does not have
the financial base to con-
tinue to operate four high
schools,”” Cain said. ‘I
believe our children deserve

something better than
make-do, and I will work for
and support the building
program.”

“] believe that the future
of education in our county
demands bold and im-
mediate action,” he said.

LAST OCTOBER, the
State Educational Finance
Commission (EFC) ap-
proved a plan submitted by
the Prentiss County School
Board which would con-
solidate the existing four
county high schools--New
Site, Thrasher, Wheeler and
Jumpertown--into two new
high schools, one located
west of Booneville and the
other east of Booneville.

However, in pursuing this
two-school plan, Supt. Cain

says studies show the county
school district is about $1
million short in financing for
the two new schools, “even
after plans were changed to
provide only very minimum
requirements.’’

Cain said that, following
EFC approval of the two-
school plan, the county
school board interviewed
four architectural firms and
selected A.J. Staub and
Associates of Tupelo as
architects for the building
program.

After an in-depth study of
the school district’s needs
and the money available for
the building program, the
architect advised the school
board that the Prentiss

Local Church Plans Christian School

The Martin Hill Free Wili-

plans to open a Christian
school this fall.

Anticipating about 40
students, the Martin Hill
school will accept Kkin-
dergarten students (4-5
years old) through high
school seniors.

Charles Walden, a
member of the Martin Hill

Church and an experienced
Prentiss County educator,
will serve as an educational
consultant for the Christian
school.

“It (the Christian school)

“I will continue to work
with and support public
schools,” he said. “This has
turned out to be a ministry of
the church, just like Sunday
School. Even though my son
is not going, I'm solidly
involved in it.”

Walden said his son,
Mark, does not plan to at-
tend the Christian school
because he wants to par-
ticipate in football.

plaving isotball,” he -aid.
