Voters in Prentiss
County’s Fifth District will
go to the polls next Tuesday
to elect a new constable.

Former Fifth District
Constable John Q. (Bobby)
Lambert was elected as
Booneville's Chief of Police
earlier this summer.

When Lambert took the
oath of office as police chief
on July 6, the Prentiss
County Board of Supervisors
automatically declared the
Fifth District constable post

election for Tuesday, ‘Aug.
11.

Seven candidates have
qualified to run in next
week’s election: Jimmy
Dodds, J.R. Gray, Tommy
W. Smith, H.O. Jourdan,
Billy Basden, Gerald Pace
and Cleston McGaughy.

According to Prentiss
Com-
mission chairman Larry W.
Lambert, there will be four

polling places for the special
election.

Polls will be open at
Martin Hill, Odom Hill, New
Hope and North Booneville,
Lambert said.

Only those registered
voters of the Fifth District
will be eligible to vote in the
election.

The polls will open at 7
a.m. Tuesday and will close
at 6 p.m, according to
Circuit Clerk Travis Cox.

County Taxes Must Be
Paid By September 21

The deadline for Prentiss.

Countians to pay their real
property taxes is rapidly
approaching, according to
Tax  Assessor-Collector
Danny Childers.

Any property on which the
taxes have not been paid by
Sept. 21 will have to be
auctioned at the front door of
the courthousé, Childers
said this week.

Childers said that, during
the last week in August he
will begin running in the
paper a list of names of
those Prentiss Countians

who have not paid these
taxes.

This list will run for three
weeks, then there will be a
week’'s break and, if the
taxes still have not been
paid, he will have to sell the
property, he said.

In addition to publishing a
list of names of those
delinquent in paying their
real property taxes, this
year for the first time the
county will also publish a list
of names of those who have
not paid their personal
property taxes and also a list

of those who have not paid
their mobile home taxes,
Childers said. All these
taxes are due by Sept. 21.

“We appeal to all those
who have not done so to
come in and pay their
taxes,”” Childers said.

“Those who haven’t paid
yet can give us a call and we
can send them a bill so they
can pay by mail if they
wish,” he said. ‘“We're
trying to do everything we
can to make it easy on the
taxpayers.’’

New Post Office
Delayed By Cuts

The building of
Booneville’s new post office
has been delayed due to
budget cutbacks in the
Reagan administration.

Construction of the new
facility was originally ex-
pected to begin in October of
this year with a projected
completion date of October
1982.

However, construction on
the post office now may not
begin until 1982 or as late as
1983, Booneville Postmaster
Jack Wright said Tuesday.

“For now the construction
has been placed on the back-
burner,” he said.

The current Booneville
post office building has

served the community for 42
years.

The new building is ex-
pected to have ap-
proximately 7,550 sq. ft. of
space, more than twice the
3,200 sq. ft. of workroom
space in the present
building.

The projected cost of the
site and building is $787,975.
The projected site size is
41,500 sq. ft., including the
building and parking area.

A site for the location of
the new building has not yet
been determined. The U.S.
Postal Service's real estate
office in Memphis will make
the final determination of
the location of the new
facility.

Smooth Sailing Expected For New Dorms

A proposed $25 million
dormitory  construction
project for the Northeast
Mississippi Junior College
(NEMJC) received final
approval on Tuesday of last
week.

At that time, NEMJC
trustees approved a trio of
resolutions concerning a
bond sale for the dormitory
construction program. The
board set Sept. 1 as the date

for receipt of construction
bids.

Revenue-type bonds for
the project will be pur-
chased by the Farmers
Home Administration. The
bonds will carry the legal
maximum interest rate of 5
percent. The bonds are
expected to be validated by
Sept. 1.

The anticipated con-

struction cost is about $2
million. The project calls for
the construction of two
dorms, a men’s and a
women’s.

The men’s dormitory will
feature outdoor, motel-type
corridors.

The women’s dormitory
will rise five stories above
the Booneville campus.
When completed, it will be

the tallest building in
Prentiss County.

Each dormitory s
designed to house between
120-130 students. Each will
feature a single bedroom
with bath combination, a
recent trend in educational
housing.

Contract time for the
construction project is 425
working days.
