A former member of the board of trustees, Wood served
_k'as Superintendent of Education in Union County from
¥ 1964-1980. Prior to his election to county superintendent,
he served as a coach and teacher in the county school
system,
- Yarber, a pharmacist and long-time supporter of
‘Northeast has served on the Northeast board since 1974
and presently holds the position of vice-chairman.
The dormitories are slated for completion this fall and
will each accommodate some 118 students who wish to hve
on campus.
{ Carrying the name of Thomas D. Keenum, a Booneville
{ attorney, the football stadium, with its aluminum seating
can accommodate 5200 fans. A board member since 1974,
Keenum served as cahirman of the buildings and grounds
committee prior to assuming the duties of chairman of the
board in 1981. .

Requested On
Outdoor Burning

The Mississippi Forestry Commission is asking for the
cooperation of rural residents in notifying county lookout
towers when doing outdoor burning.

In rural areas, controlled fires which are not reported to
1 the tower force fire-fighting crews to make ‘‘unnecessary
| smoke checks,” according to Prentiss County Forester
‘1 John Stuart. The number of unnecessary checks has risen
‘| markedly in recent weeks, he said.

Crews are dispatched to check all smokes of
4 undertermined orgin which are detected from the lookout

| from controlled fires instead of wildfires.

With three lookout towers in Prentiss County, Stuart
| said almost any smoke in the rural part of the county can
] be detected. And on days when many residents are doing
' outgoor burning, unnecessary checks are numerous, he
| sai

2] ‘“Unnecessary smoke checks due to failure to notify the
-] tower of controlled burning not only are costly to the state,
| but they hamper the efficiency of forest fire control
-1 efforts,” Stuart said.

The local forester explained that unneccessary smoke
checks disable crews for wildfires by “tying them up.”’ He
.| said the availability of crews for swift suppression of
.} wildfires is essential to successful forest fire control.

Stuart urged rural residents to notify the county lookout
towers when burning straw fields, trash and debris piles,
fence rows and such.

The Prentiss
Board of Education has filed
a second lawsuit against
Prentiss  County Tax
Assessor-Collector  Danny
Childers

was filed in federal court in

Aberdeen, was dismissed in
February when Judge L.T.

The Ilatest lawsuit was
filed by the county schcol
board’s attorney, Roy
Parker of Tupelo, in
Prentiss County Chancery
Court. Childers will have
until April 15 to answer the
suit, according to his

Both suits stemmed from
the separation in 1280 of the
Booneville schools from the
Prentiss County school
district and invelve funds
which the county school
board says should have been
collected in 1980 by Childers.

The county school - board
claims that, according to
state law, any taxable real
property must be made a
part of a school district prior
to June 1 of any year for that

Meanwhile, Edge remains
free on a $12,000 bond.

Edge, though he did not
testify during the two-day
trial, centered his defense on
justifiable homicide to
protect his wife’s life.

wife, Geneva.

The fatal shooting

Officers Dlspleased With Investigation

Two black Booneville
police officers who have
been accused of conspiring
with two white officers in
1979 to steal some items
from a Booneville variety
store are not pleased with
the way city officials have
handled the incident.

“If they had called us in

-and said, ‘Look. We're going
to have to put you on

suspension for a few days
while we investigate this,’
everything would have been
fine,”’ officer  Willie
Anderson said Monday:.

Instead, Anderson said
that he and Bob Jones have
literally been put on trial in
the newspapers while the
city apparently does nothing
to determine their guilt or
innocence.

Referring to stories that
have appeared in various
newspapers stating that the
District Attorney’s office or
other state agencies were
investigating the incident,
Anderson and Jones said
this week that they have not
been contacted or
questioned by anyone
investigating the incident
which occurred in 1979.

They said that when the

stories first began to appear
in the papers and on TV
they, on their own initiative,
went to talk to Mayor
Charles Crabb about the
matter.

The two men also pointed
out the lack of consistency
on the part of the ecity in
investigating crimes.

The merchants signed
John Doe affidavits, but
there was no investigation
by the state investigators or °
the D.A.”

“In this case, ” he said
referring to the 1979
incident, ‘‘there have been
no papers signed, but the
D.A's office and the state
investigators are
investigating this thing -- or
at least they say they are.”
