Booneville
physician Dwight A. Johnson, M.D., is working at the
clinic from 12:30 to 4:30 each Wednesday afternoon.

The fourth such elinic initiated by the Itawamba Rural
Health Care System, the Marietta Clinic is open to the
general public of all ages.

Assiting Dr. Johnson at the clinic are nurses Beth Pharr
and Martha Shields, receptionist-insurance clerk Vickie
Dees, social worker James Wouldridge, and
administrator-financial manager Hildred Howell.

TURN’s Itawamba Rural Health Care System is a
federally funded program through the U.S. Department of
Health and Human Services under a Rural Health
Initiative grant.

The Itawamba System is currently operating two full-
time medical clinics and one dental clinic in Itawamba
County.

Missing Man’s Body Found In

Vehicle Overturned In Cree

A Booneville man was
found dead Saturday of last
week in a car that
apparently overturnedinto a
creek several days earlier.

An autopsy that was
performed on the body of
Harold Dean Elliott, 41,
showed he died as a result of
suffocation.

Prentiss County Coroner
James Horn said authorities
believe Elliott had been
dead from three to five days.

Elliott was last seen
visiting an aunt in Belmont
on March 20. Elliott’s family
had reported him as missing
to the sheriff’s department

when he did not return
home.

Prentiss County Deputies
Carl Sartin and Doug
Hendrix found the body
Saturday afternoon.

Elliott’s brown Nova had
plummetted 18 feet from the
gravel road and turned over
into a creek about 6 miles
east of Booneville. The
water in the creek was 34
feet deep.

A person living near the
scene called the sheriff’s
department and reported
the car submerged in the
cree

When deputies arrived
they could not determine
whether anyone was in the
overturned car because of
the depth of the water,
Sartin said.

When the car was pulled
out of the creek, Elliott was
discovered in the car, with
his left hand still holding the
steering wheel.

The way the car was
situated under the side of the
bridge, a person traveling
across the bridge would not
have noticed the overturned
car, Sartin said.

No evidence of foul play
was found at the scene,

Sartin said. 3

Elliott was a part-time
employee of Imperial Oil
Company.

Services were Monday,
March 29, at 2 p.m, at Salts

officiating. Burial was in
New Bethel Cemetery in
New Site.

Tenn-Tom Supporters Testify

efore U.S. Congress

Seeking Employees

Mississippi State Job Service officials announced last
week that several Prentiss County manufacturing plants
are expanding their operations and are now hiring.

An immediate need in one of the plants is for
experienced meat boners. In most other cases,
experience is helpful, but not necessary. Most employers
want people who are willing to work and are reliable, a
Job Service spokesman said.

Anyone interested in area work should register with the

Job Service office in Booneville.
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Supporters of the Tennessee-Tombighee Waterway --
including governors, senators, congressmen and other
elected officials, as well as representatives of several
industries which plan to move goods on the waterway —
testified before the U.S. Congress in Washington Monday.

Tenn-Tom proponents appeared before both the House
and Senate Energy and Water Development
Appropriations Subcommittees in support of President
Reagan's 1983 budget recommendation of $186 million for
continued construction of the waterway.

The committees were told that the $1.83 billion project is
ahead of schedule with almost 80 percent of the navigation

portion complete. Already 160 miles of the 234-mile
project are complete, with about 130 miles of that open to
limited navigation.

Leading the testimony in Washington was Kentucky
governor John Y. Brown Jr., chairman of the five-state
compact that forms the Tennessee-Tombighee Waterway
Development Authority which assists in securing funds
for constructing the 234-mile waterway.

Gov. Brown pointed out that, even thoagh the waterway
is not yet completed, the present unexpected early use of
the navigation portion indicates the great potential of the
waterway for moving commerce at lower costs.

Saying that coal will be the major commodity
transported on the waterway, Gov. Brown presented, for
the record of the hearing, recent letters from a number of
major coal companies with plans to ship on the Tenn-Tom.
These companies indicated that potential savings in
transportation costs afforded them by the waterway will
be the difference in whether some coal is produced or
whether it stays in the ground. !

Representatives from electric utilities, industries and
other organizations also told the committees about the
