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Court Reverses

Conviction

The state Supreme Court reversed the Prentiss County
false pretense conviction of Hoyle Lee Miller Wednesday
of last week and discharged him from further court action
in the case.

Miller was convicted of false pretense by delivery of a
bad check and was sentenced to serve three years at
Parchman and fined $1,000 after an April 1979 incident.

In the unanimous opinion written by Justice Dan Lee,
the Supreme Court said Miller bought several suites of
furniture from Doyle Jackson of Jacobs Furniture
Manufacturing, Inc.

Miller gave Jackson a check for $3,077.50, instructing
him to hold it for three days. At that time, Miller said
either he or his truck driver would bring Jackson the cash
and pick up the check.

According to Jackson, Miller never indicated the check
was no good and he tried to cash it about 10 days later,
only to find there were insufficient funds in Miller’s ac-
count to cover the check.

But Miller contended Jackson understood he did not
have enough money to cover the check and had agreed to
hold it until he returned from Wichita Falls, Texas, with
cash from the sale of the furniture.

The Supreme Court said the trial court erred in not
granting Miller's request for a peremptory instruction
since the state did not prove that the crime of false
pretense had been committed.

“Before a conviction can be had on a charge of fales
pretenses of delivery of a bed check, it is incumbent on the
state to prove that a seller parts with something of value
on the belief that the check is good at that particular
time,” Lee said.

“The evidence established nothing more than a pure
and simple credit transaction,”” he added, reversing the
conviction and discharging Miller.

For J’town Fire

Jumpertown Superma-
rket, owned by Gatha
Jumper, was totally
destroyed by fire early
Wednesday morning. ‘It
was definitely a case of

arson,”” said Prentiss
County Sheriff John
McCauley. :

It is believed the store
may have been hombed
because debris from the
store was blown across
Highway 4, McCauley said.

The state deputy fire
marshall and officials from
the Alcohol, Tobacco and
Firearm Commission were
to begin investigating the
cause of the fire Wednesday.

Fire departments from
Jumpertown and Thrasher,
along with the Booneville
Fire Department, responded

to the fire around 2 a.m.
Wednesday. Firemen
battled the blaze for about
an hour and a half but the
metal building was totally
destroyed, said Booneville
Fire Chief Frank Fleming,

A break-in was reported at
Jumpertown Supermarket
on May 10. No arrests were
made in the case although
several suspects  were
questioned.

“In my opinion the thugs
or the underworld element
are trying to convince
people around Jumpertown
when they’re broken into
that it’s cheaper not to call
the law,”” Sheriff McCauley
said.

“I will personally
guarantee a $1,000 reward

for confidential information
leading to the arrest and
conviction of the person(s)
responsible for this,”” Sheriff
MeCauley said.

The sheriff added that the
State Fire Marshall’s office
is offering a reward of up to
$1,000 for confidential in-
formation leading to the
arrest, indictment, and
conviction of individuals
responsible for the fire at the
Jumpertown Supermarket.

Those having information
about the fire are asked to
contact the Prentiss County
Sheriff’s Department or the
State Fire Marshall’s office.

“The information will be
kept secret and no one will
be hurt,” Sheriff McCauley
said.

Accreditation Committee Visits County Schools

Prentiss County Schools
Superintendent Lex Cain
says he is pleased with a
recent report on the county
school system’s efforts to
comply with recom-
mendations made five years
ago by a visiting committee
of the Mississippi
Accreditation Commission.

In 1977 committees for the

State Accreditation Com-
mission visited each school
in the Prentiss County
School System to assess the

programs at the schools
according to standards
established by the

Accreditation Commission.
These committees also
made recommendations for
improvements at each of the
schools in the system.
Areas of deficiency within
the school system were

noted, as were areas of
strenghth. A 10-year plan of
accreditation was
established and individual
goals for making im-
provements were set at each
of the schools within the
county.

At each school, a report
(most of which were
volumes of about one-inch in
thickness) was prepared,
giving a detailed accounting
of the curriculum and

facilities at the school. This
report also contained a list
of recommendations for
further improvements at the
school.

This year, a committee of
the State Accreditation

Commission met with
members of the ad-
ministrative staff and

faculty of the Prentiss
County Schools to review the
progress that has been made
toward implementation of

the recommendations of the
visiting committee in 1977.

The Accreditation
Committee members were
highly pleased with the
progress made during the
past five years, Supt. Cain
said Tuesday.

In many cases, “not only
had we met the recom-
mendations, but we had
exceeded them,” Cain said.
“We had gone even fur-
ther.”

Although there is no direct
connection between the two
programs, Supt. Cain said
the 10-year accreditation
plan and another program
on which the school system
has alsc been working this
year - thé Accountability
and Instructional
Management (AIM)
program -- complement
each other.
