City Police To Enforce
State’s Tag Laws

Beginning July 1, the Booneville Police Department
will strictly be on the lookout for cars with improper
tags and will issue tickets when they see improper tags,

according to Beoneville Police Chief Bobby Lambert.
| “We're asking ever yone (o gel the proper tag for theiy
vehicle,” Chief Lambert said. *‘We have been trying to
enforce this all along, but effective July 1 we're going to

enforce it more than we have been.”
A ticket for.an improper tag costs the guilty party $32.
Chief Lambert also said the department will be using
radar on various streets in the city to detect speeding
motorists.

A speeding ticket is $32, and a second offense speeding
ticket is $54.

Funds For Marshall
Are Slow In Coming

As of Tuesday morning, a grand total of $4 had been
collected at Jumpertown for hiring a town marshall.

“I'm surprised that people aren’t responding,”
Jumpertown Mayor C.D. Windham said Tuesday. ‘‘The
people who have really been pushing for law en-
forcement haven’t showed up and I thought surely they
would.”’

A move to hire a town marshall for Jumpertown
started after a fire destroyed the Jumpertown Grocery.
Fire department and law officials say the fire was arson.

Mayor Windham said if it was agreeable with the
board they would “hit the fields” and try to see what
people’s reactions are about hiring a town marshall.

‘‘We're still striving to get a marshall,”” he said. But if
people aren’t willing to pay his salary for about two
months until the town has other tax money coming in, it
will be impossible to hire one right away, he said.

Returns 16

Indictments

Two separate indictments
of arson, stemming from
house fires in Jumpertown
and Thrasher, were among
the 16 indictments returned
during the June term of the
Prentiss County Grand
Jury.

The Grand Jury met last
Thursday. Three of the
indictments returned
remain secret until the
persons named are taken
into custody.

Roe Daniel ‘Pete”’
Murphy, 37, of Lee County
and O’Neal Turner, 33, of
Pontotoc County were
charged with arson in
connection with an April 1
fire that destroyed a
Jumpertown = house owned
by Henry and Linda Lawson.

Murphy, Turner and
Linda Lawson, 29, of
Jumpertown, were also

charged with conspiracy to
commit arson in the same
case. :

Aubrey Nichols, 58, of 203
Smith St., Booneville, was
indicted on a charge of arson
in connection with the
partial buring of Ruby
Wilemon'’s home in
Thrasher on June 15. In the
same indictment, Nichols is
charged with burglary and
larceny of a dwelling and
grand larceny, stemming
from the same incident.

In a separate indictment,
Nichols is charged with
carrying a concealed
weapon (convicted felon).

Jerome Leach, 19, and

Roy Lee Grizzard, both of

Lake Street, Booneville,

were indicted on a charge of
conspiracy to commit arson.

The charge stems from an

incident that happened at

the residence of Joey and

Donnitta Cobb’s residence in

April.

A three-count indictment
was refurned against
Jimmy Dale King, 38, of
Route 1, Booneville, and
Jerry Dale King, 35, and
Benjamin King, 32, both of
Route 6, Booneville. The trio
are charged with two counts
of burglary and larceny and
one count of grand larceny
which stem from a May 1982
break-in at the residence of

One Acquitted,
One Pleads Guilty

During federal court Monday in Aderdeen, U.S.

District Judge L.T. Senter Jr. acquitted a Prentiss
County man of transporting and concealing a stolen
motor vehicle, and in a separate case, another Prentiss
County man pleaded guilty to a similiar charge.

Judge Senter acquitted John Phillip Berryhill, 20, of
Route 3, Rienzi, of a charge of transporting a stolen 1973
GMC pick-up from Memphis to Prentiss County in
September 1981, and concealing the vehicle, knowing it
to have been stolen,

Judge Senter acquitted Berryhill of the charges ruling
there was insufficient evidence in the case, said Al
Morton, Assistant U.S. Attorney.

This particular case cannot be tried again in federal
court, Morton said. '

In a separate case, Sammy Lee Eaton, 38, of Route 1,
Rienzi, pleaded guilty to one count of concealing and
disposing of a 1981 GMC pick-up that had allegedly been
stolen from Memphis in August 1981.

Another count that charged Eaton with transporting
the stolen vehicle to Prentiss County was dropped,
Morton said.

Eaton will be sentenced in 24 weeks following a pre-
sentence investigation, he said.
