Four members of the Prentiss County Electric

Power Association’s board of directors who are up for

re-election this year will continue to serve for another
term.

Current members of the board, Percy T. White, J.M.
Green, J.H. Gardner, and J.C. Huddleston, were the
only ones to qualify as candidates for the four direc-
tors’ positions. Thus, according to the bylaws of the
association, these directors will continue to serve for
another term.

There are a total of 13 members on the board, but
since they serve staggered terms, only four are up for
re-election this year.

The deadline to qualify as a candidate for the board
of directors was Aug. 2.

~ The annual PCEPA membership meeting is

scheduled for 10 am. Friday, Aug. 27, at the
association’s headquarters building in Booneville. The
purpose of the meeting is to elect directors and to
transact any other business that may come before the
meeting.

Since there is no opposition for the four candidates
seeking re-election to the board, few — if any -- of the
association members are expected to attend the
meeting.

Fifteen percent of the total number of members of
the association must be present for the transaction of
business at the membership meeting.

Driver Charged In
Pedestrian Death

A Baldwyn man who was reportedly the driver of a
car that ran over two pedestrians Aug. 6, killing one
and injuring the other, has been charged with man-
slaughter in that incident.

Alvin Nichols Jr., 33, of Route 2, Baldwyn, was
charged with' manslaughter Monday, following his
releagse from the Baptist Memorial Hospital in
Booneville, where he was taken following the accident.

According to Joe Shackelford, investigator for the
Prentiss County Sheriff’s Department, Nichols was
headed east on Airport Road around 10:30 p.m. Aug. 6
when he ran off the shoulder of the road and struck
James Leach, 20, of Booneville, and Ricky Chandler,
18, of Baldwyn, who were standing beside the road.

Leach was taken to the Booneville hospital and then
transferred to Magnolia Hospital in Corinth where he
died of head injuries. Chandler, who received a broken
leg and internal injuries in the accident was also
transferred to Magnolia Hospital for treatment.

City Schools Receive
Prograin Grant

The Booneville Municipal Separate School District
has received notification of a grant award of $80,972
under Chapter I, E.C.LA. for the 1982-83 school year.

According to a spokesman for city schools’
superintendent R.D. Griffin, the Booneville schools are
‘directing these funds toward reading instruction in
_grades 1-6 for children who are performing below their
present grade level in reading.

The focus of the program will be to identify reading
strengths and weaknesses of the child and to provide
instruction that meets the individual needs of the child
in correcting reading problems.

This reading program will be over and above, but’

supportive of the instruction the child gets in the
regular classroom, the spokesman said.

Benefits for the children served by this program
include small group instruction, diagnosis of reading
problems, individualized instruction, and more time on
task in reading.

It should be at least
another week before a ruling
is made as to whether a
lawsuit brought by the
Prentiss County Board of
Education against Tax
Assessor-Collecter  Danny

Childers will be heard in
Prentiss County Chancery
Court.

Prior to a hearing
scheduled for last Friday,

Chancellor George Adams
asked attorneys for both
sides of the case to submit
written briefs on a motion to
dismiss the charges against
the tax assessor.

The motion to dismiss was
filed by Childers’ attorney,
Thomas Keenum of
Booneville, on April 13 in
Prentiss County Chancery
Court. The lawsuit against

_Childers was filed March 11
by the attorney for the -

county school board, Roy O.
Parker of Tupelo.

In the motion to dismiss,
Keenum claims the Prentiss
County Board of Education.

has no authority uncer state
law to bring the suit against
Childers. To back up that
claim, the motion cites a
section of state law which
says ‘“‘no arm or agency of

the state government shall
bring or defend a suit
against another such arm or

agency without prior written
approval of the Attorney
General.”

The dismissal motion
further claims that if such a
suit is to be brought against
Childers it would have to be
filed by the attorney general
or the district attorney, not
the board of education.

Childers and his attorney
have 10 days (from Ilast
Friday) to submit a brief in
support of the motion to
dismiss. After that, the
Prentiss County Board . of
Education, through their
attorney, have another five
days in which to respond.

Once both sides have filed
their written arguments
with the court, Chancellor
Adams will take the motion
to dismiss under advisement
and then issue his ruling as

to whether the lawsuit can
proceed in Prentiss County
Chancery Court.

The lawsuit filed against
Childers claims that, as tax
collector, he failed to collect

some $137,408 in taxes in 1980
from the residents of the city

_of Booneville. These taxes,

A similar suit brought
against Childers in federal
court by the county school

board was dismissed with
prejudice (meaning the suit
cannot be filed again in that
same court) by Judge L.T.
who said his
court had no jurisdiction
over the case.

Congressional Primary

Less than seven percent of
the county’s registered
voters showed up at the polls
to cast ballots in Tuesday’s
Congressional primary
election,

A total of 1,035 votes were
cast in the Democratic and
Republican primaries.

Incumbent Congressman
Jamie ' Whitten handily
efeated challenger Jim
richardson for the
Democratic 'nomination,
both in Prentiss County and

districtwide. However,
Prentiss Countians who
voted in the Republican
primary did not go along
with the majority of the

votersin the district, as they

endorsed Amory pharmacist
Van East by a total of two
votes over former Memphis
TV news personality Fran
Fawecett of Oxford.

Whitten received a total of

865 votes in Prentiss County
_to Richardson’s 100 wvotes,

while East received 36 votes

to Fawcett’s 34.
Districtwide, Whitten
received 11,793 votes to 2,34
votes for Richardson.
Fawcett beat East, but by a
much smaller margin of
1,686 votes to 1,615.
Whitten led the
Democratic race in every
county except Chickasaw.
Republican Fawcett cap-
tured all but three counties,
Prentiss, Tishomingo and

. Monroe.

‘A Rose To Me Is The
Next Thing To Heaven’

Roses are red, yellow,

' ‘Baldwin's rose gdrdén’ - -’
To many people in

Prentiss County and the
surrounding area, Baldwin'’s
name is synonymous with
roses -- which is un-
derstandable since he has
about 300 Hybrid Tea roses
in his yard.

Baldwin and his wife,
Vena, who live just off High-
way 4, west of Booneville,
began the rose garden about
five years ago after he
retired from Prentiss
Manufacturing Company.

“T've always wanted to

grow roses,”” he said. “A
rose to me is the next thmg
to heaven.” :

'But Baldwin’s roses aren’t
for sale. “I wouldn’t sell a
rose to anyone,” he says.

“We raise them for others.
We. cut them and-let people - °

enjoy them. ..that’s what we

raise them “for. 'If people” -

didn’t enjoy them I wouldn’t
give a nickle for them.”

The sweet-smelling roses
from Baldwin’s garden have
been shared with shut-ins,
and people at Aletha Lodge
and the Booneville hospital.
And roses from his garden
have been known to grace
weddings and churches, too.

The roses begin blooming
the first of May and continue
blooming once a month until
frost.

Baldwin sprays the roses
weekly and feeds thm every
three weeks. He waters
them every day when it’s not

raining. “It takes a loving
care program to get the best

_from roses,”” he said.

ground. Pull the grass from
around them."

Baldwin uses pine needles
for mulch. “It’s very nec-

_cessary. It keeps the tem-

perature more even and
helds moisture and keeps
grass down.” He also
removes the faded blooms so
the roses will bloom again.

The weather had never
posed a problem for Bald-
win’s roses until last winter
when the cold weather killed
some 200 of them. It cost
about $2,000 to replace them.
Baldwin traveled to Tyler,
Texas, the rose center of the

He says he has about

black. Perhaps the only
color he does not have is the
green rose -~ which he
doesn’t think is pretty.

People from Booneville,
as well as out-of-towners
stop by to visit Baldwin and
view his colorful and
fragrant rose garden. And
that pleases him, he says.
