ccident Claims

ife Of Local
orker And Wife

A two-vehicle accident
Monday afternoon at an
intersection near the
Mississippi-Tennessee state
line in Alcorn County
claimed the lives of the
assistant manager of a
Booneville cheese plant and
his wife.

According to investigating
officers, Milton Floyd, 58, of
Route 7, Corinth, died as the
results of injuries he
received when a . tractor-
trailer rig reportedly ran a
stop sign and plowed into the
Chevy Luv pickup being
driven by Floyd.

The accident happened
about 5:10 p.m. Monday at
the intersection of State
Hwy. 2 and U.S. 45 near
Corinth. Floyd’s wife,

- Maurine, a passenger in the

pickup was killed instantly
and Floyd died around 7:30
pm. following emergency
surgery at the Magnolia
Hospital in Corinth,

Floyd was an assistant
manager at MecClendon
Cheese Co. in Booneville,
His wife was owner and
operator of Maurine’s
Beauty Shop in Corinth.

“They never knew what
hit them,” said investigating
officer M.O. Harris of the
Mississippi Highway Patrol.

According to the Highway
Patrol investigation, the
tractor-trailer truck, driven
by James Roy Daughtry, 32,
of Bainbridge, Ga., was
southbound on U.S. 45 and
the small pickup was
westbound on Hwy. 2.

A witness to the accident

told the investigators that
the pickup came to a
complete stop at the in-
tersection and had then
started across -- at about 5
miles per hour -- when the
big truck came over the hill
and ran through the in-
tersection.

The 18-wheeler reportedly
hit the pickup directly on the
passenger’s side. The
vehicles traveled about 275
feet before they came to rest
in a diteh south of the in-
tersection and in front of the
Corinth Baptist Church.

There were no skid marks
at the approach to the in-
tersection. ‘‘The trucker
evidently did not apply his
brakes until he hit the

People who donate blood
will receive a six-month
coverage card that covers
their immediate families
(husband, wife, children
under age 19 or 23 if college
students). Having the blood
doner card means the
person would not have to pay
for blood at the hospital if he

needed it during the six
monihs the card was in
effect, Ms. Thorne said.

““We realize donating
blood is an inconvenience,”
Ms. Thorne said. “But it
would be a lot more in-
convenient if they needed
blood at the hospital and it
wasn’t there.”

Blood that is donated by
volunteers is used in this
area, Ms. Thorne said.
