Cheese And Butter To
Be Distributed Oct. 28

Free cheese and bhutter
will be distributed on a first
come, first serve bhasis to
food stamp recipients,
Medicaid recipients and
unemployed persons in
Prentiss County on Thur-
sday, Oct. 28, at the Prentiss
County Courthouse begin-
ning at 7 a.m.

Prentiss County will
receive 5,670 lbs. of cheese
and 2,240 Ibs. of butter. The
cheese will be distributed in
5-1b. bars and the butter will
be distributed in 2-Ib. bars.

VoucHers are currently
being = enclosed  with
Medicaid and unem-

ployment - . .compemsation
payments. Individuals
receiving vouchers will be
able to redeem them for the
cheese and lbutter.
Previously, recipients were
required to present their
food stamp identification
cards to welfare workers
before receiving the cheese.

All vouchers must be
signed, said Joe Hill,
director of the Prentiss
County Welfare Depart-
ment. If the recipient wishes
someone else to pick up the
cheese and butter they
should, write that person’s
name -on the back of the

voucher, Hill said.

Should the supply in the
county be exhausted before
all vouchers have been
honored, those holding the
vouchers will be given first
priority on any further
distributions.

If any dairy products
remain after vouchers have
been redeemed, they will be
donated to charities that
serve meals, county jails,
hospitals, schools ‘and other
institutions, charities for
distribution to the needy and

directly to needy individuals
who did not receive
vouchers.

After working at the
Booneville Post Office for 38
years, Houston Nabers,
rural carrier for Route 2,
will retire Oct. 29,

However, Naber’s ties
with the post office go back
even farther than 38 years,
for he remembers as a small
boy riding with his father in
a Model A while his father
delivered the mail on a
Marietta route.

“Delivering the mail is in

my blood,” Nabers says,
which is understandable
considering that his father,
the late Leonard Nabers,
was a mail carrier for 37
years, Naber’s step-miother,
Eva Lou Nabers, was
postmistress at Wheeler for
about 20 years and his aunt,
Annie Lou Womack, was
postmistress . at Marietta.
...In 1940 the elder Nabers
moved his family from
Marietta to- Booneville
where he began delivering
the mail on Route 3.
