Elderly City Resident
Assaulted In His Home

Two Booneville men have been charged with
aggravated assault following the beating of an elderly
Booneville man Tuesday night.

Leonard Holloway, who is in his 80’s, was apparently
beaten after allowing two men in his home to use the
telephone, according to Booneville Police Chief Bobby
Lambert.

Wayne King, 20, and Gary Weathers, both of
Booneville, have been charged with aggravated assault
in connection with the incident, Lambert said.

Holloway remained in the Booneville hospital as of
early Wednesday morning. Lambert said Holloway was
“bruised up pretty bad,’”’ and that some of his teeth were
broken off.

Holloway, who lives alone, told Lambert he let the men
in his home because they wanted to make a phone call.
Holloway knew one of the subjects, he said.

After the men came in, Holloway opened a trunk to get
his hearing aid and the men saw a pistol. One of the men
took the pistol and Holloway told him to bring it back and
when he did the men began beating him, Lambert said.

The men left the scene but were later apprehended by
the police department.

Lambert said one of Holloway’s relatives could not
detect that anything had been stolen from the house,

Bond for both men has been set at $10,060. They
remained in jail as of Wednesday morning.

Two Booneville men were charged with grand larceny
Tuesday night in connection with the theft of two guns
stolen from Danny Childers’ truck while it was parked at
Northeast Junior College Tuesday night.

Counterfeit $100 Bill
Found At Local Store

A counterfeit $100 bill was discovered at Hill's
Discount Drugs in Booneville Monday.
No one has been arrested in connection with the in-

cident because the bill was not passed, according to

Prentiss County Deputy Hubert Kitchens.

Kitchens said a man took the bill to Hill’s Discount
Drugs and told Hill there was a possibility that the bill
was counterfeit. Rusty Martin of the state department of
corrections happened to be in the drug store at the time
and he took the $100 bill to the Eastgate office of the
Peoples Bank where the bill was verified as being
counterfeit,

When Martin returned to the drugstore, the man who
had the $100 bill was gone. Martin then called Deputy
Kitchens who relayed the information about the phony
money to a secret service agent.

The secret service agent told Kitchens several
counterfeit bills had turned up recently in Rienzi,
Corinth and Oxford.

The serial number on the counterfeit bill was H
11134655 A.

Comission (EFC) -- to build
a new high school for the city

school system and to
renovate two existing school
facilities, the Booneville
Middle School and Anderson
Junior High.

However, before state
funds can be obtained by the
city, the building plan will
have to be approved by the
EFC. Booneville

Superintendent Robert
Griffin said last week he has
discussed the plan on the
telephone

with  EFC

executive secretary Dr.
Frank Lovell, but that the
EFC had not actually seen
the plans.

According to figures
compiled by the school
district, passage of the bond
issue would raise individual
property taxes within the
city limits of Booneville an
average of about $6 per
month, or about $72 per year
(based on property assessed
between $3,500 and $4,000).
The indebtedness would be
for a 20-year period.
