Completes Purchase

The New York Times Company has completed the
previously announced * acquisition of  The  Banner-
Independent, two other weekly newspapers, and eight
daily newspapers from Thomas . Worrell Jr. and J.D.
Swartz, both of Charlottesville, Va.

Another area newspaper, The Dally Corinthian, was
also included in the purchase. No changes in personnel is
anlicipated at either newspaper.

The 11 newspapers were formerly parl of Worrell
Newspapers Inc. All but one are located in the Southeast.
With these acquisitions, the New York Times Com-

pany newspapers’ group now consists of 31 newspapers -
The New York Times and 30 regional newspapers.

On Dec. 1 the Times Company announced that it had
completed the acquisition of the Sarasota, Fla., Herald
Tribune from Lindsey Newspapers Inc. The total cir-
culation of the 31 regional newspapers is now ap-
proximately 500,000.

The three weeklies acquired by the Times last week
have a combined cireulation of 24,000. In addition to The
Banner Independent, this includes the York County
Coeast Star in Kennebunk, Maine, and the Clairborne
Progress in New Tazewell, Tenn.

The eight dailies have a tolal circulation of 92,000

Florence, Ala., Times Daily;the Opelousas, La., Daily
World ; the Dyersburg, Tenn., State Gazette; the Harlan,
Ky., Daily Enterprise; the Lenoir, N.C., News Topic; the
Madisonville, Ky., Messenger; and the Middlesboro,
Ky., Dally News.

In addition to newspapers, the Times Company
publishes magazines and books, operates three
lelevision stations, (including WREG, Channel 3 in
Memphis), two radio stations, a cable TV system,
markets information systems, syndicates news and
features, produces educational materials, and owns
equity interests in four paper mills and in the Inter-
national Tribune.

School Bond Issue Fails By 124 Votes

ROUND ONE ended in
defeat, but supporters ex-
peet the city to try again to
pass a bond issue to build a
new high school in
Booneville. j

An unexpectedly large
number = of Booneville
residents went to the polls
Tuesday to vote in the
special bond issue election.
The only question they had
to consider was whether or
not the city should sell
$2,035,000 in bonds Lo provide
revenue to build a new high
school and renovate two
present school buildings.

The bonded indebtness
over a 20-year period would
increase taxes for city
landowners an average of
approximately $72 per year,
according to figures from
the school board. »

A majority of the 1,337 who
voted Tuesday cast ballots
in favor of the bond issue,
but the final results fell 124
votes short of the three-fifths
(60 percent) vote needed for
the issue to pass. With 1,337
voting, 803 votes in favor of
the issue were needed for it
lo pass.

Approximately 43.5
percent of the city’'s 3,076
registered voters cast
ballots Tuesday, 679 voted in

favor of the bond issue, 854
voted against it, and four
votes were rejected. Slightly
less than 51 percent of those
voting were in favor of the
bond issue; 60 percent was
needed for it to pass.

STUDENTS FROM
Booneville schools worked in
shifts in front of City Hall all
day Tuesday in support of
the bond issue. All ballots
were cast in two boxes in the
City Hall courtroom.

City Clerk June Hutcheson
said Tuesday night the city

-had not expected such a

large turnout. If it had been
anticipated, she said, at
least one additional box

would have been set so
people would not have to
wait in line to vote.

A number of city residents
who attempted to vote in the
election were surprised to
discover that although they
were registered voters in the
county, they had failed to
register in the city and thus
were ineligible to vote in the
school bond election.

Mrs. Hutcheson and
Mayor Chrales Crabb said 46
people registered Tuesday
after discovering they were
ineligible to vote because
they had not registered with
the city. A total of 72 have
registered since the deadline
30 days prior to the election,

A lot of pointers and setters
loaf up and down
hedgerows and don't
birdhunt. And when you
get to them they’ll go to the
next hedgerow.

“Some hunters say I'm
out of it because I'm
hunting with brittanies,”
Alvie says. “But if they'll
bring their dogs we’ll go
hunting and I'll show them
different. I'm not ashamed

of them.”

Alvie, who is 69, went on
his first rabbit hunt when
he was about eight years
old, He’s been hunting ever
since.

Alvie puts quail hunting
over everything and next
squirrel hunting. He also
hunts dove and rabbit. He
fox hunted for more than 20
years and gained a lot of
friends from that, he says.

“T've hunted game in
every season except deer,”
Alvie says. ‘I see a lot but
I’ve never shot at one in
my life.”

By Grand Jury

A Lee County grand jury
has voted not to indict
Baldwyn policeman Troy
Agnew on any charge in
connection with the fatal
shooting of a Booneville man
on Oct. 29, according to
Assistant District Attorney

: Paul Funderburk.

‘The 17-member grand
jury met in a special session
to consider the case on
Tuesday, Nov. 30. The grand
jury’s report was made

public Friday, Dec. 3,
Funderburk said.
‘“The question was

whether there was any
criminal action on Agnew’s
part or whether the shooting
was accidental,”” Fun-
derburk told The Banfier-
Independent Tuesday. “By
not returning a true bill the
grand jury determined the
shooting was -accidental.”

James Shook, 20, of Route
5, Booneyville, was shot in the
head at about 1:45 a.m. on
Oct. 29, after Baldwyn police
stopped the car in which he
was a passenger. Shook died

Retired Judge Addresses Education, Politics, Crime

ADDRESSING the annual
membership meeting of the
Northeast = Mississippi
Development . Association
(N.E.D.A.), retired federal
judge and former governor
J.P. Coleman Thursday
night spoke in support of
reforms in the state’s
educational system and
called for additional space to
house convicted criminals.

Coleman prefaced his
remarks before the group
meeting at the Northeast
Junior College by reaf-
firming that he will not be a

candidate for governor in
1983. He said he had only
reached that decision the
previous week.

“I haven't come to make a

' political speech,” he said. “I

have come to talk to you as a
fellow Mississippian and to
give you some things to
think about.”

REFERRING TO recent
speeches by numerous
politicians supporting im-
provement in the state’s
education system, Coleman
said, “I don't have any
sympathy for those who
keep saying that Mississippi
is at the bottom of so many

different lists.”

“How did we get where we
are and what are we going to
do about it besides griping
and complaining and
pointing fingers?” he asked.

The judge pointed out that
despite current deficiencies
Mississippi has come a long
way. ;

“After the Civil War, we
had to start over from the
bottom. We had only the
land,”’ he said. “New York
City sent trainload after
trainload of goods into
Mississippi (and other
states), without which we
might not have made it."

1 believe that any other

group of people on earth
wouldn’t have endured,” he
said. *‘The moral is: We had
a class of people who didn’t
give up.”

ONE OF THE state’s big
problems today, he said, is
that "we stay in continual
political strife among
ourselves.”

He pointed out that there
is some type of election
practically every year — this
year U.S. Senators and
Congressmen; next year
“everything from constable
to governor;”’ and still other
elections the following year.

Coleman said the

staggered elections are the-

result of the 1890 Con-
stitutional Convention which
extended terms for two
years so that state elections
and national elections would
not be held at the same time.

“That may have been a

good idea then,” he said,

“but I think it’s high time we
consolidate some of these
things.”

ALTHOUGH COLEMAN
says he is ‘“not endorsing
any particular governor's
program,”’ he did call for a
compulsory school at-
tendance law, something
Gov. William Winter is

pushing for in the special
session of the legislature
now meeting in Jackson.

The judge pointed out that
over half the people in
Mississippi today haven’t
finished high school.

“We're paying two men
in Choctaw County to see
after the squirrels, deer and
other wildlife, but we don’t
have a single person to see
that the children go to
school,” he said referring to
his home county.

“We have to see not only
that the opportunity is there,
but also that they go get it,”
