The New Albany attorney is to look at evidence
gathered against three Booneville police officers and one
former officer who have been accused of illegally taking
merchandise from a downtown Booneville variety store
in November 1979.

Watch What You
Put In Dumpsters

R.C. Stennett, manager of the Prentiss County Land-
fill, asks that Prentiss Countians refrain from placing
anything except household garbage in the garbage
dumpsters.

People have been placing couches, chairs, fence post
ties, wire, refrigerators, stoves, dead animals and even
a cut off car top in or beside the garbage dumpsters,
Stennett said Tuesday.

“This problem has been bad all along but it’s getting
worse,” he said.

“Our equipment is not equipped to pack these items.
People can load those items up and take them to the
landfill and dump them there without charge,” he said.

‘When people misuse the garbage dumpsters it places
an extra burden on the six employees who have to clean
up the extra mess. It's already a full-time job for the
men to keep the garbage picked up without having to
pick up after people who are using the dumpsters as a
“junk yard,” he said.

There is also another problem caused by people who
burn their garbage in the dumpsters.

There are about 238 garbage dumpsters located in
Prentiss County. Between 75-100 of those dumpsters
have been burned, Stennett said.

While burning the garbage in the dumpster may not
ruin it at once, repeated fires gradually take a toll on the
dumpster. _

Cost of replacing a dumpster is around $400, he said.

Former Booneville Attorney Arrested

For Laundering lllegal Drug Mo

A former Booneville at-
torney is one of five men who
have been arrested in
connection with ‘the laun-
dering of illegal drug money
through a Las Vegas casino.
Jack Dubard, formerly of
Booneville, and another
attorney, Charles Broun Jr.,
were arrested Friday at the
office of the Red Carpet Inn
in Biloxi, Miss. In con-
nection with the same case,
Joseph Slyman and Paul
Dottore were arrested in Las
Vegas. The fifth man, Bruce
Pelowin, was reportedly
arrested in Chicago.
Slyman is co-owner of the
Royal Casino in Las Vegas
and Dottore is the general
manager. Pelowin also used

the name Steve Travis and
claimed to be from
California, according to
authorities.

The only address supplied
by officials for Dubard and
Broun is that of the Capital
Guarantee Financial Ser-
vices Corp., a business
located in Sarasota, Fla.

Federal agents have
charged Dubard and Broun
with taking part in an in-
ternational conspiracy to
illegally launder drug
money, evade income taxes,
and impede the collection of
data regarding currency

transactions in excess of .

$10,000. Bail was reportedly
set at $5 million each.
Bond for Slyman and
Dottore was originally set at
$500,000 each, but was later
lowered to $50,000 each. Both

were reportedly out of jail
Tuesday.

Dubard and Broun are still
in jail in Biloxi and ‘are
expected to be transported
to Tampa, Fla., for the in-
dictments. The trial is also
expected to be held in
Tampa.

THE ARRESTS of the five
men culminated a 10-month
undercover operation in-
volving agents from the
Federal Bureau of In-
vestigation, the Internal
Revenue Service and the
Drug Enforcement Ad-
ministration.

(According te the Las
Vegas Review-Journal,
federal agents used elec-
tronic surveillance to obtain
evidence against Broun and
Dubard.

Tribune reported that Broun
and Dubard offered to
provide eight undercover
agents with a myriad of
operations, including in-
ternational trusts, cor-
porations, and banking
companies in which they
could deposit and disguise
funds.

They were reportedly
funneling proceeds through
Cayman Island bank ac-
counts and claimed 'to be
prepared to create
documentation to disguise
the funds drawn from those
accounts.

Robert Merkle, U.S. At-
torney for the middle
district of Florida, described
Broun and - Dubard as
professional drug money
launderers for members of
the narcotics trade. He said

they offered their services to
arrange to launder money
for undercover agents by
transporting illegal
proceeds undetected to
various countries.

The operation was ap-
parently based at the
Capital Guarantee Financial
Services Corp. in Sarasota.

According to Merkle,
Dubard and Broun went with
an undercover agent to Las
Vegas where they repor-
tedly offered to trade
$100,000 in small bills for
official casino receipts.

During the 10-month in-
vestigation, federal agents
claim to have laundered
$390,000 through Broun and
Dubard.

For handling the money,
the two men reportedly
received a 2 percent cut plus

a $15,000 introductory fee.

United Press In-
ternational reported that
Broun and Dubard first met
with ' undercover agents
posing as members of
Chicago’s cocaine network
in May 1982.

On Nov. 30, 1982, Broun
allegedly carried $4,900 to
Grand Cayman Island and
set up an account at the
Washington  International
Bank and Trust Ltd. Broun
was allegedly paid $10,000 to

“set up a trust and handle the

assets . for a phony
Panamanian = corporation
that would serve as a vehicle
for laundering money.
Pelowin was quoted as
describing Broun as ‘‘a
master at moving money
‘and disguising the true
ownership of assets.”
