County Schools To Lose Two Teachers

Two teachers in the
Prentiss County School
System have mnot  been
rehired for the 1983-84 term
due to cutbacks in funds and
a decrease in the number of
students in the school
system, according to
Prentiss County Superin-
tendent of Education Lex
Cain.

The teachers who were not
rehired were a special
education teacher at
Thrasher and a remedial

reading teacher at Hills
Chapel.

There will be 164 teachers
in the county school system
next year, he said.

Although only two
teachers were not rehired,
several schools have lost
teachers. But no classes will
be  dropped. Instead
teachers will be ‘‘doubling
up’’ -- teaching extra
classes, he said.

Because some teachers

retired or quit, there were
enough vacancies to tran-
sfer teachers to different
schools except for two, Cain
said.

‘““We’ve had to switch
some from one school to
another rather than letting
them go,” he said.

Thrasher School lost a

high school history teacher.
A special education teacher
who resigned at Wheeler will
not be replaced. Wheeler
also lost a parttime history

teacher.

The position of a special
education teacher who took
a leave of absence at
Jumpertown was not filled.
Marietta also lost a special
education teacher. New Site
did not lose any teachers.

““Our Average Daily
Attendance (ADA) is not
quite as high as it was last
year,” Cain said. ‘“We were
down about 60-75 students
from last year.”

However, he noted that the
ADA is counted the second
and third month each year.
“Students moved out during
the summer months but they
have moved back during
Christmas and January,” he

said. “But that doesn’t help

us now.”’

The total enrollment is
about 2,800. When school
started it was about 2,730, he
said.

Last year the county

school system lost four
teachers due to lack of
money.

‘“This happens every
year,”’ Cain said. “It’s part
of school life. Very few times
have we had to let teachers
go that we couldn’t rehire
sometime.”

Cain said he hopes
teaching jobs can be found
this summer for the two
teachers who were not
rehired.

Flag Boy’s Quick Thinking
Saves Life Of Headstart Student

A six-year-old Jumpertown girl, Jennie Estes, might
have been run over by an 18-wheeler truck after she got
off a school bus recently had it not beeu fer the quick
thinking of flag boy Russell Smith.

Jennie was getting off the bus Friday, March 25, at the
home of her grandparents, Mr. and Mrs. Alvis Morrison,
on Blackland Road. An 18-wheeler truck loaded with
soybeans was traveling north on the road. As the driver
came around a blind curve he tried to stop when he saw
the bus but was unable to do so because an air hose blew
on the truck brakes. : b

" Russell, 14, who was substitute flag boy that day, said

the driver started gearing down the truck. He said when

he saw the driver couldn’t stop he knew he had to do
something because Jennie had started across the road.
- “Iran out and grabbed her and yanked her out of the
way,” Russell recalled. “She was fighting me because
she didn’t know what was happening. She thought I was
trying to be mean to her,” he said.
_ Jennie said she did not see the truck and didn’t un-
derstand why Russell was taking her out of the road. ““I
was scared,” she said.
- Jennie goes to headstart and usually doesn’t ride the
school bus unless she gets off at her grandparent’s home.
Bonita Knight, the school bus driver, said that three

boys had asked her to let them be the flag boy that day in
the absence of the regular flag boy. But since Russell
had asked her several times before for the job she had
promised him he could be the flag boy that day.

“I couldn’t have told him what to do any better,” Mrs,
Knight said. ‘‘He didn’t get scared. He took Jennie to the
shoulder of the road until the truck got by. You couldn’t
have asked for it to have been handled any better.”

Five adults were standing in the Morrison’s yard when
Jennie got off the school bus. They couldn't see Russell
taking Jennie to safety, They thought she was under the
truck, Mrs. Knight said.

No charges were placed against the driver of the
truck. : : '

Russell, a 6th grader at Jumpertown, is the son of Mr.
and Mrs. James C. Smith. Jennie is the daughter of Mr.
and Mrs. Wayne Estes.

Last Friday Russell was presented a plaque in
recognition of his heroism by Prentiss County Sheriff
John McCauley and State Trooper Mancil Pruitt of
Baidwyn, i
- “I’'m sure Jennie wouldn’t have lived if Russell hadn’t
Eotten her out of the way of the truck,” Trooper Pruitt
said.

“It's something Russell can always be proud of,”

Sheriff McCauley said. “It deserves a tremendous

amount of recognition in that he disregarded the chance
of losing his own life to save another.”
