White Wins His Post;
McCoy, Chase Will
Meet In Runoff

It appears that District 5
will have a new state
senator.

Unoffical returns Wed-
nesday morning showed
Booneville-Baldwyn  opto-
metrist John White with a
substantial lead over in-
cumbent Bill May for the
District 5 senator’s post.

In Prentiss County, White
received a tremendous
majority, receiving 7,558
votes to May's 2,686.

White also led in May’s
native Itawamba County,
receiving 5,254 votes to
May’s 4,935.

In the small portion of
Tishomingo County included
in District 5, May led White
by 783 votes to 766,

Overall, White received an
unoffical total of 13,578 to
May’s 8404, a difference of
5,174 votes,

In the District 3 House of
Representatives race, it
appeared Wednesday
morning that incumbent
Billy McCoy would meet
Mike Chase in the Aug. 23
runoff, despite leading the
ticket in both Prentiss and

Alcorn counties.

In Prentiss County,
McCoy received 4,045 votes
to Chase’s 2,762. Glen
Goodwin was in third place
with 1,712,

In Alcorn County, McCoy
received 488 votes, Chase
110, and Goodwin, 9%4.

Unofficially, McCoy
received a total of 4,533
votes to Chase’'s 2,872 and
Goodwin’s 1,808, McCoy
needeu only a little over 50
votes to win in the first
primary.

In the District 18 race for
the House of Represen-
tatives, incumbent Tim
Ford carried Prentiss
County’s third district, the
only district in the county
involved in that race. Ford
received 1,467 votes to Terry
Lee's 293.In Lee County,
unofficial results showed
Ford with 3,452 votes to
Lee’s 1,025.

Challenger Zack Stewart
took a wide margin in
Prentiss County over in-
cumbent Bobby Richardson
in the Northern District
Highway Commissioner’'s

race. '
Stewart polled 6,648 votes -
in the county to Richard.
son’s £,883. A. Harmon
Robinson received 911 votes
in Prentiss County. '

Districtwide results of the
Highway Commissioner’s -
race were unavailable.

It appeared Weg y
that incumbent strict
Attorney John Young would
win re-election to his post.
Although totals were not
available, it appeared that
Young was carrying every
county in his district with
the exception of one.

In Prentiss County, Young
received 6,054 votes to
challenger Jimmy Roberts’
3,762.

Incumbent Northern
District Public Service
Commissioner D.W. Snyder
also faired well in Prentiss
County, receiving 4,834 votes
to closest challenger Roy
Alexander's 3,032, Joe M.
Hudspeth received 1,121 and
David C. Sheiton received
1,184,

City Will Move Pumps To Help
With Sewage Treatment

The Booneville mayor and
board of aldermen voted
Tuesday night to spend
$8,000 to move two pumps
from the industrial park to
the city's sewage disposal
plant in an effort to keep it in
operation until a new
treatment facility can be
completed.

Marvin Burcham of the

city’s gas and water
department told the board
that the pumps in the city’'s
sewage plant are worn out
and do not provide enough
pressure to stir the sewage.

Burcham said the two
pumps in the industrial park
have never been connected
and are not being used.

He told the board it will

cost approximately $8,000 to
move the pumps to the
sewage plant, to pour
concrete pads for them and
get them adapted and ready
to connect to electric power.

“Maybe they will provide
enough pressure so that we
can get by for two years,”
Burcham said, referring to
the city's new sewage

treatment plant expected to
be completed and in
operation by 1985.

“It’s not that we want to
{spend this money), we have
to,”” alderman Charles Steen
said just prior to the board's
unanimous approval to
spend the money to move the
