Lawsuit No. 4 Filed Against Sheriff

A Jumpertown couple,
Jerry L. and Barbara J.
Shook, have filed a $750,000
lawsuit in federal court in
Aberdeen against former
deputy Joe Shackelford,
Prentiss County Sheriff John
McCauley, their bonding
company, the Prentiss
County Board of Super-
visors, and Junior Gray.

The suit claims. that
Shackelford used excessive
force when he arrested

Filed Thursday of last
week, the suit claims that
the supervisors, Larry
Barron, Jimmy Moore, J.P.
Davis, H.B. Lindsey and
William L. McKinney were
responsible for training,
supervising and disciplining
Prentiss County Sheriff’s
Department officers. Each
defendant is sued in-

dividually and in his official
capacity.

Junior Gray was acting in
his official capacity as
Process Server of the Youth

Court of Prentiss County at
the time of the incident.

The lawsuit claims that
“On or about Oct. 8, 1982, at
approximately 5:15 p.m. the
defendant, Joe Shackelford,
did without cause or
justification attempt to
make and did make an
arrest of the plaintiff, Jerry
Shook, at his residence in
Jumpertown..

“That said arrest was
without probable cause,
illegal and contrary to the
laws of thé State of
Mississippi and of the United

States of America,” it reads.
Furthermore, the suit
states, when Shook at-
tempted to resist arrest,
Shackelford used ‘‘ex-
cessive, illegal and un-
justified force striking
Shook about his head, body
and legs with his fists, his
feet and the barrel of a .357
magnum pistol.”’
Shook claims he suffered
- pumerous serious and
painful injuries
necessitating his
hospitalization.
The suit further contends

that the use of excess force
was carried out in the
presence of Shook’s wife,
Barbara, causing her severe
emotional trauma and
shock.

Also, the suit states, the
beating was inflicted upon
Shook by Deputy
Shackelford acting in
‘‘concert’’ and in the
presence of the defendant,
Junior Gray. -

The lawsuit states that the
defendants and Sheriff
McCauley ‘“‘conspired and
agreed to undertake any

actions necessary to hide,
cover up, falsify and justify
their actions.”

Shook also claims that in
order to justify their actions,
Shackelford and Gray,
sbarged Shook with certain
violations of the laws of the
state, *‘despite the fact that
no justification or prebable
cause existed for said
charges.”

Shook is scheduled to face
trial in Prentiss County
Circuit Court Monday, Oct.

City Adopts 1983-84 Budget Of $1.15 Million

The Booneville Board of
Aldernien approved a $1.15
million budgei for 1983-84
Sept. 30.

This year’s budget does
not include a pay raise for
city employees, according to
City Clerk June Hutcheson.
“The city couldn’t afford it,”
‘she said.

Last year’s budget of $1.12
million included an 8 percent
across-the-board pay in-
crease for city employees.

The city’s millage rate has
been set at 56.5 mills for
1984, up 2 mills from last

year. Of the 56.5 mills, 26

will go for schools with the
remaining 30.5 going into the
city's general fund.

.The 1984 budget includes
$124,519 for Supervision and
Finance, up from last year’s
$99,368. ;

The Police Department
will receive $323,632, up
from $277,000.

For the Fire Department
$256,137 has been set aside

by the city this year, com-.
pared to $213,770. - The
budget for public property

increased to $85,854 as-

compared to $79,561.

Likewise, the street
department’s budget rose to
$291,707, from $278,768 last
year.

However, Civil Defense
expenditures for 1984 will be
$5,942, down from $10,760
budgeted last year.

Other miscellaneous
salaries, supplies and ex-
penses are budgeted at

Education Series

$65,200, down from $216,726.
The total budget for the
city calls for expenditures

amounting to $1,153,081.

Last year’s total ex-
penditures were budgeted at
$1,117,153.

Revenue for the city in-
cludes $75,000 in anticipated:
police fines, compared to
$90,000 last year. Garbage
fees are expected to bring in
some $50,000, the same
figure as last year.

However, the main source
of the city’s revenue will be

from sales tax collections.
Some $575,000 is expected to
be returned to the city for its
use, compared to $550,000
last year.

Ad valorem taxes are
expected to provide the city
with $250,000, the same as
last year.

Other sources listed under
the city’s revenue include:
interest on taxes, $9,000;
Privilege License, $10,000;
PCEPA, $32,000; Heritage,
$5,000; Permits and other
fees, $10,000; Municipal Aid,

$15,000; State Civil Defense,
$4,000; and Cemetery Lots,
$3,000. -

The city’s revenue sharing
budget for 1984 has also
increased, from $127,095 last
year, to $145,000 this year..

Those funds will be
divided among the city's
departments as follows:
Supervision and Finance,
$5,000; Police Department,
$35,000; Fire Department,
$20,000; Cemetery, $10,000;
Streets, $30,000; and Park,
$45,000.

‘You Have To Have Money To Run A School’

“I think, from my stand-
point, the most pressing
problems are economic,”
said Jumpertown High
School Principal Jerry
Kuykendall, '

“This affects us in all
areas because you have to
have money to run a

school,” he said. “But, when
the economy is on the
downswing as it is now, it
becomes increasingly
difficult to get the funds to
operate the school.

“For instance, last week
the textbook allocation was

. cut by five percent. We've

been trying to save money to
buy textbooks, and that just
hurts us that much more.

And this is true everywhere,
all across the board,” he
said.

“Here in Mississippi, I
think our situation is that
we're probably all in limbo
because of the Education
Reform Act,” Kuykendall
said. “We were looking to
see what was going to come
out of that. And, now, we
begin to see a little backlash

from it.

“I've seen articles in the
papers recently that say
some of the studies may not
be funded. So, most of us are
in a wait and see attitude
about what may happen.

“We've got a lot of issues
in the county that will be
settled, probably...if these
studies go through, by the
Education Finance Com-

mission, or somebody on the
state department level.”
Kuykendall said.

“We've got a new lay state
board which is going into
effect. People are looking at
these type of things, and
wondering what’s going to
happen.

“And, then, of course,
