"The incident is also the
cause of a lawsuit that has
been filed by the Shooks
against Shackleford, Sheriff
John McCauley, Gray, and
the Prentiss County Board of
Supervisors, claiming that
excessive force was used in
the arrest.

A murder indictment is
one of 36 true bills returned
by the October session of the
Prentiss County grand jury.

Seven of the indictments
remain secret until those
named are taken into
custody by law authorities.

Walter Lewis, 46, of Route
1, New Site, was indicted for
murder in the shooting death
of his brother, Jerry. The
shooting occurrec. Aug. 4,
1983, at the residence of
Walter Lewis, located about
two miles north of Pharr
Flats.

Lewis was shot in the right
side of his chest with a single
shot .22 rifle, deputies said.

Danny Joe Spencer was
indicted on three charges of
burglary and larceny. These
charges are in connection
with break-ins at the By-
Pass Laundromat on Jan.
18; Rogers L.P. Gas Inc. on
March 31; and Wall-
Snugglers Inc., on Dec. 20,
1982.

Benjamin King, 33, of
Route 6, Booneville, Steve
Parker, 18, of Route 7,
Booneville, and David
Holder, address
unavailable, were indicted
on a charge of grand larceny
stemming from the June 16

theft of a 1983 Chevrolet
Silverado pickup belonging
to Terry Turner.

Thomas F. Sherrill, ad-
dress unavailable, was
indicted for grand larceny in
connection with the July 12
theft of a 1975 Chevrolet
Mailbu belonging to Jewell
Stevens.

Four County Schools Unin‘sured For 18 Months

Four school buildings in

the Prentiss County School

District have been without

insurance coverage for. at’
least 18 months, according.

to a note in the state audit of
the district’s finances for the
fiscal year ending June 30,
1981, ;

“In March of 1982 the
insurance coverage on the
New Site, Marietta, Hills
Chapel, and the Jumpertown

school buildings waé

. discontinued because of

inadequate funds to pay the
insurance premiums,’” the
note said. - : '

The note further explains
that ‘‘state law provides in
part that fire, cyclone, and
tornado insurance shall be
carried upon all buildings
constructed in whole or part
with state funds and shall be
insured in such amount-as
fixed, determined . and
specified by the State
Education Finance Com-

mission.”
On Oect. 17, county school

board member Joe Vernon

Johnson confirmed to The
that
the insurance on the four
buildings had not been
reinstated.

However, on that same
date, Jumpertown principal
Jerry Kuykendall said he
had ‘‘turned over the
necessary information to the
board in August.”

Kuykendall was under the
impression that his school’s

Division of
«. Department of Audit, the

buildings were insured.
Johnson had declined
further comment, saying
only that questions in regard
to the audit should be
discussed with county school
superintendent Lex ' Cain.
According to Charles R.
Prince, CPA, managing
accountant of the Education
the State

audit in question was
completed in September
1982. The audit for the
succeeding year, ending

June 30, 1982, will not be
started for approximately
two months.

Prince explained that such
a delay was not unusual. “It
is not actually running that
far behind. The school year
ends on June 30. And there's
not much way that you can
get much closer than one
year behind on it,” he said.

In regard to the ecan-
cellation of the insurance on
the buildings at the four
schools, Prince said, “It's
hard to say that this is

unusual. But I will say that I
do not see it much.” -
‘“But, you also have to look
into the board’s thinking on
this thing, and see just
exactly what they thought
about it. I think we called it
to their attention because
any buildings constructed
with Education Finance
money have to have in-
surance, :
“We didn’t find it to be-a
terrible situation,”” Prince

“The Key To Motivation Is Communication...

“I think one of our biggest
problems has to be lack of
money,”’ said New Site High
School Principal Larry
Morgan.

“If you've kept up with
this national committee’s

recommendations on
education, the first thing
they recommend is several
changes, and a lot of things
that ought to be done in the
field of mathematics.

“But they say that it’s
going to have to come out of
the federal government
because it's going to cost so

many millions of dollars,"”
Morgan said.

“So, naturally, I think
when you talk about im-
proving education, the first
thing you've got to consider
is money. Anytime you talk
about making changes, you
also have to talk about
having to come up with the

money to pay for them,” he
said.

“For some reason, here
suddenly, in the last year or
50, the trend has gone back
to emphasis on math and
science,”’ Morgan con-
tinued. “And I really don’t
know what brought that
about. But I remember,

.

since I've been teaching, the
standards were lowered for
graduation. Up until then,
two credits of high school
math, and two credits of
high school science were
required for graduation.
“But that was reworked,
