Dead In House Fire

An elderly Prentiss County couple, Clee Sanders, 79,
. and his wife, Verlon, died in a house fire Tuesday night.
. The fire was discovered about 2 a.m. Wednesday by

some people on their way to work, according to a
" spokesman at the Prentiss County Sheriff’s Department.
The couple lived about one mile south of Ray Moore’s
' Store, on a gravel road in the East Prentiss Community
in a frame, bungalow house.

Cause of the fire was unknown, but appeared to be
accidental, according to Booneville Fire Chief Frank
Fleming. The house was totaled.

One body was found in the south side of the house in a
bedroom and the other body was found in the north side
of the house, accarding to a spokesman at the sheriff’s
department.

Mrs. Sanders was an invalid, according to a fireman at
the Booneville Fire Department.

Wheeler Youth’s Death Touches Many

The dream has finally
ended for 15-year-old Randy
Armstrong. .

The son of J.C. and Diane
Armstrong, Randy met TV
star David Hasselhoff six
weeks ago on' a trip to
Hollywood provided by
Dream Makers Inc. of Nash-
ville.

Randy, who was in his
third relapse with acute
lymphocitic leukemia, and
was undergoing outpatient
treatment at St. Jude’s
Hospital in Memphis, had a
dream of meeting
Hasselhoff, star of the TV

series Knight Rider. That
dream came true in October
when the Armstrongs --

Randy, his father and
mother, and his sister
Tammy -- traveled to

Hollywood with expenses
paid by Dream Makers.

They were met at the
airport by Hasselhoff, spent
two days with him and the
cast and crew of Knight
Rider, and watched the
filming of an episode of the
series,

Randy departed in

possession of several gifts,

including a Knight Rider
jacket and cap and a
Stuntmen’s Association belt
buckle (which were buried
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‘One man can make a
difference. Randy did for us.’
-- David Hasselhoff, The Knight Rider

with him), as well as a
friend named = David
Hasselhoff.

Randy Armstrong was
already dying when he made
the trip. Doctors at St
Jude’s had given him little
chance of living until
Christmas. Though his
parents knew this, he did
not. But he almost certainly
suspected it.

On his return from
Hollywood he was taken

directly to St. Jude’s, where
he underwent blood tran-
sfusions.

Randy died Sunday, Dec.
4. His funeral was held
Tuesday afternoon, Dec. 6,
with over 300 people — in-
cluding the student body and
faculty of Wheeler High
School where Randy had

been a student and a football
player - in attendance. The
school had closed for

Randy’s funeral.

David Hasselhoff had been
contacted and informed of
Randy’s death. He had in
turn contacted local funeral
director Michael Salts with
what Salts described as
‘‘certain instructions.’

A | was contacted
yesterday (Monday, Dec. 5)
here at the funeral home by

‘Hasselhoff, who asked me to

personally take care of some
details on his behalf for
Randy and his family,”
Salts said. ‘‘After giving me
the instructions on how he
wanted his flowers ordered,
he asked that I type this
message, and attach it to the
wreath.”’

The message read: ‘The

slogan for Knight Rider is,
‘One man can make a dif-
ference.” Randy did for us.
With our love and prayers,
from David Hasselhoff, Jan,
Lou, Buddy, McCormack
and the entire cast and crew
of the Knight Rider.”

The flower arrangement
Hasselhoff ordered was a
large wreath with a large
heart in the center and the
legend, ‘‘Goodbye, my
friend - The Knight Rider -
David Hasselhoff.”” Below
the heart was a one-foot long
replica of KITT, the car
featured on Hasselhoff’s
series.

Prentiss County has two
chimney sweeps -- Wayne
Whipple and James
Both have
separate businesses and
began chimney cleaning for
the public this fall. ;

Whipple is also an elec-
trician, while ' Moorman
combiiits his job of climney
sweep With working at Park
Lane, the Prentiss County
Child:Development Center,
and ‘driving a bus at
Thrasher School.

Moorman also mows 25
yards and six cemeteries in
the summer in addition to
growing blackberries,
muscadines and sorghum
cane,

While cleaning chimneys
is a dirty job, it can also be
fun, Whipple says.

Since this is the Christmas
season, children think he is
cleaning chimneys so Santa
Claus will have no problems
sliding down their chimney
on Christmas Eve. In fact,
Whipple has even had
children give him their
Christmas lists because they
thought he was one of
Santa’s helpers.

THE COSTUME the
chimney sweep wears is
another ‘“‘fun” part of the
job, Whipple says.

The practice of wearing
top hats and tails originated
with English chimney

sweeps and has since
become traditional. The
wearing of this attire also
became steeped in magical
traditions. The top hat
protects the chimney sweep
and brings him luck.
Legend has it that it's
simply good luck to see a
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Wayne Whipple

chimney sweep. If a bride
sees a sweep walking
towards her on her wedding
day, she will have a long and
happy marriage.

But cleaning chimneys is a
serious business, too. And if

Flasher Lights To Be Installed
At Church Street RR Crossing

At the regular meeting of
the Booneville city board,
Tuesday, Dec. 6, Mayor
Charles Crabb told the
aldermen that the state
highway department had
informed him it was ready to
schedule installation of
flasher lights at the Church
Street railroad crossing.

According to Crabb, the

city’s share of the cost will
be approximately $8,000.

Aldermen discussed
various ways to meet the
city’s share, covering part of
it by transferring excess
funds into the general fund.

Crabb said, as yet, the
highway department has not
announced a definite date
for the installation of the
lights.

Alderman Charles Steen
suggested the board

authorize the painting of
pedestrian crossings at the
intersection of College
Street and Main Street to
better define the new three
way stoplight that has been
installed there.

Steen pointed out that,
since the light's installation,
motorists appear to be
confused as to its purpose,
and many simply don't see
it. He suggested that
crossing lines on the street

would prompt them to look
up, see the light and realize
it did indicate a stop.

Aldermen voted to
authorize the painting of
lines, and the legend ‘‘Stop
Ahead’’, and considered
possible ways to better mark
the intersection,

Bids were opened for the
purchase of two three-
quarter ton pickup trucks
