Rental Shack, owned by
Freddie Holder and located next
door to the College Cinema,
received smoke damage. However,
it was open for business the next
morning, Holder said.

Wright's Ladies’ Apparel also
located next door to the theater,
also received smoke damage, ac-
cording to Mary Nell Marshall, the
storé owner.

A wall in her building was braken
through and all the merchandise
received smoke damage, she said.

About 90 percent of her mer-
chandise was moved to the third
floor of Marshall Dickerson's
furniture store at the time of the
fire, she said

Mrs. Marshall said she has not
made any decisions yet about
whether she will recpen her store.
She is waiting for the insurance
adjustor to see her stock before
making a final decision, she said.

“I really appreciated the people
who came in and helped me that
night,” Mrs. Marshall said. “And,”
Mrs. Marshall added, *if it hadn't
been for Mary Blanche Hester who
saw the smoke, the whole block
would have burned.”

The Ccllege Cinema, which was
‘formerly known as “The Carmen”
and ‘“The Princess Theater” is
believed to have been built before
the turn of the century.

The Marvin McCuiston family of
Booneville owned The Princess for
60 years. Junior McCuiston has
worked there for about 45 years. He
says he may go to work now at the
Prentiss Drive In.

“It's a loss to me,”’ McCuiston
said of Friday night’s fire, ‘It was
about like a death in the family.”
