Garbage routes will be run on
Monday, Tuesday, Thursday and
Friday. Wednesdays will be used as
make-up days in case of bad
weather or holidays.

A map on page 3 of The Banner-

Independent shows which days
residents can expect their garbage
to be collected. If there are any
changes in the collection days,
residents will be notified by the
landfill manager.

County residents will be expected
to place their garbage in a plastic

" bag or disposable box. Residents

must furnish their own bags. The
garbage should be placed at the end
of the driveway.

Luther McGee was once a
porter at the old Booneville
Depot.

He began working at the
depot in 1924, It was 28 years
later when he retired.

McGee is now 85 and lives
with his wife, Zelphia, at 305
Sunflower Street in Booneville.
They have been married 53
years.

McGee’s work at the old
depot involved cleaning up the
depot, keeping a fire going,
checking the railroad cars and
the freight, and seeing that the
depot was closed after
everyone left at 5 p.m. There
were times he even sold tickets
to passengers.

He also unloaded mail from
the train and delivered
telegrams.

Some of the people McGee
worked with at the depot were
John McCarter, Les McCullar,
J.J. Jacobs, and Homer White.

McGee vividly remembers
the Booneville that is now
mostly memories. He

remembers landmarks such as
the Prentiss Hotel, the Holley
Hotel, and the Walden Hotel,
which are no longer in
existence.

He remembers when store
owners depended on the trains
coming into Booneyville to bring
their merchandise to them.

THE PEOPLE who came in
the depot were always kind to
him, McGee .recalled. They
often brought him meat and
vegetables.

“Once an agent asked me,
‘Luther, how come s0 many
people bring you something?’
People were just awful nice to
me and I tried to be to them.”

McGee was born in Geeville.
He farmed before he became
porter at the depot. After he
retired from working at the
depot he did carpentry work.
“I've done some repair work to
about all the houses in Sun-
flower,” he grinned.

In fact, people still ask him to
do carpentry work but he says
his health isn’t good enough

Economic Profile

Basics Available, But More Work Needed

(NOTE: This is the third in a
series of stories based on a Com-
munity Economic Assessment
conducted by Richard Walker of
Walker & Associates, Nashviile,
Tenn. The assessment was com-
missioned by Baptist Memorial
Hospital and has been made
available to local community
leaders.)

According to economic analyst
Richard Walker, Prentiss County

appears to already have the basic
support systems needed to attract
industry. Some of those areas
where deficiencies exist are
already receiving attention, while
others ~ such as improving the
school system and four-laning U.S.
45 -- have been controversial topics
for years.

In fact, education is “perhaps the
singularly most discussed topic in
Booneville,” Walker says.

“There is a concensus that the
physical plant of both primary and
secondary schools must be im-
proved. Most feel that the quality of

education is good. There is not,
however, a concensus regarding
how best to organize and fund the
necessary changes.”

There are presently three school
districts in Prentiss County. The
Baldwyn district includes parts of
Prentiss and Lee counties ‘‘and will
probably continue as such un-
contested,”’ Walker says.

However, the other two systems,
the Booneville district and the
Prentiss County district, ‘have not
enjoyed peaceful relations,” he
says.

‘‘Since the creation of the

Booneville district several years
ago there has been debate over
whether or not there should be one
consolidated or two separate
systems for the balance of the
county. The rural areas want to
retain their local schools.”

The presence of Northeast
Mississippi Junior College ‘‘adds
considerably to the overall
educational environment of
Booneville and the county,” Walker
says.

“This institution is recognized as
one of the best in the state and the
Southeast U.S. Leadership at the

college is involved in economic
development activities and is very
positive and supportive in this
regard.”

AS FOR THE attractiveness of
the communities, Walker says
appearances in both Booneville and
Baldwyn need improving.

“There are vacant store fronts
and other manifestations of
blightedness mixed with new or
refurbished establishments,”’ he
says.
