Warren K. Kearns, president of
L.B. Foster Co., the Pittsburgh,
Pa., based firm purchasing the
Illinois Central Gulf Railroad lines
that presently serve Prentiss
County, says abandenment of rail
lines is not the only answer for
faltering railroads.

Since the company’s February
announcement of its planned
purchase of 713 miles of ICG lines
serving East Mississippi and West
Alabama, there has been growing
concern that Foster plans to scrap

the lines.

In the past, Foster has made it a
policy to buy up abandoned
railroads and scrap the tracks and
equipment. And it is this practice
that has prompted opposition to the
ICG purchase by area government
officials and shippers.

But Kearns and other Foster
officials have continually denied
that they intend to scrap even part
of the East Mississippi Lines,

pointing out that they are investing
approximately $22 million initially
and plan to pump another two
million dollars a year into updating
and repairing the lines.

Corps Says Tishomingo Power

Cynthia Drew, public affairs
officer for the Nashville District
U.S. Army Corps of Engineers,
contacted The Banner-Independent
Tuesday, April 17, and said
restoration of power at Wilson Point
is not the Corps responsibility.

But Cecil Smith, the Wilson Point
property owner who has requested
power restoration, said he was told
by another Corps representative

that no decision would be made
until after a personal inspection of
the location,

Ms. Drew issued a statement she
said had been prepared by John
Hall of the Corps’ Nashville District
Real Estate Office.

“After talking with Mr. Cecil
Smith yesterday (Monday, April 16)
the following facts came to light,”
Hall's statement read.

“In 1976 the Corps of Engineers
entered into a contract with the
Tishomingo, ~ County  Power

Association for the relocation,
alteration or abandonment of
existing power service as a result of
construction of the Tennessee-
Tombigbee Waterway.”

But, accordinhg to Hall's

statement, ‘‘The Tishomingo Power
Association was not required by the
Corps to abandon the lines running
along a gravel road westward from
the Allen Line Church cemetary
(the road originally serving the
Wilson Farm, portions of which are
now covered by Bay Springs Lake).

to keep the rails alive and healthy
can be a viable alternative to
abandonments,” Kearns said.

He said he thinks such a part-
nership is the answer for the ICG
East Mississippi lines his company
is purchasing.

“For the decade of the 1970s this
lesson was learned too late,”
Kearns said, pointing out that more
than 25,000 miles of rail lines were
abandoned during that period.
“Many line segments in these
abandonments were still active
freight transportation systems,” he
said.

“Railroad abandonment is no
matter to take lightly,”” Kearns
said. “It does not come easily. It is
by no means a one-man or one-
company decision.

“It is an involved, regulated,
deliberate process, subject to
review by the courts. The process
was designed this way to ensure
that all parties with valid interests
in the proceedings have a fair and
full opportunity to be heard,” he
said.

Kearns explained that such a
process is regulated by the In-

terstate Commerce Commission,
the federal agency that must also
approve his company's purchase of
the ICG lines.

“It (the ICC) has jurisdiction to
see that all facts are received, all
testimony is taken and a fair
decision is rendered,” he said.

“The ICC weighs the railroad’s
role in the economic vitality of the
region against the operating hard-
ships and economic distress the
common carrier is experiencing.”

Kearns pointed out that the
Staggers Rail Act of 1980 offers
alternatives to abandonment. (It
requires service on a line that may
be unprofitable, but is necessary to
the regional economy.

It also allows shippers and
government agencies the right to
buy lines proposed for aban-
donment, as was done with the
Natchez Trace Line

“In the case of L.B. Foster
Company’s ownership of the East
Mississippi lines, we have no in-
tention of seeking abandonment,”
Kearns said. ‘“Why should we? We

Analyst Makes Recommendations For The Future

NOTE: This is the final in-

stallment in a series of stories
based on an economic assessment
of Prentiss County conducted by
Richard Walker of Walker &
Associates, Nashville, Tenn.
Walker’s work in Prentiss County
was commissioned by Baptist
Memorial Hospital.

In concluding his report about
Prentiss County, economic analyst
Richard Walker makes several
recommendations as to how he

thinks the outlook for the local
economy could be improved.

First, he says there is a need to
bring definition to the overall
economic development program.
He lists two ways to do this.

“One would be to bring all
economic development ihitiatives
under the auspices of the Prentiss
County Development Association,”
he said.

The alternative is to start a
separate industrial recruitment
program for Booneville, but retain
the Prentiss County Development
Association as a general Chamber
of Commerce, not involved in in-

dustrial development.

“In either case, two ingredients
which are now lacking must be
forthcoming,” Walker said. “They
are: increased financial com-
mitment and increased par-
ticipation on the part of many in-
fluential persons who are not now as
involved or active as one would
expect.”

Walker notes that, with two or
three exceptions, relations between
the cities of Booneville and Bald-
wyn and their existing industries
are good. Representatives from
these industries can be utilized to
assist in attempts to secure new

economic activity for the com-
munity, he said.

This can be done in two ways, he
says. “First, incorporate
representatives of existing industry
managenient into the economic
development process. And second,
utilize specific persons within
existing industry corporate
structure to help in the execution of
the economic development
marketing strategy.”

Involvement of existing industry
representatives will also serve
another purpose. It will assure
existing industries that the efforts
of the economic development

program will be directed toward
activities compatable to their own,
Walker said.

“This is particularly impertant in
Prentiss County where there are
one or two plant managements who
appear to resist the location of new
investments for fear they will be
forced to compete for labor.”

In order to successfully attract
new -capital investment, a com-
munity must market itself in a

targeted and professional way,
Walker says.
