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Trial
Postponed

A murder trial scheduled to
begin Tuesday in Prentiss
County Circuit Court has been
postponed until the October
term of court because of the
absence of a witness.

James L. Stoop, 57, of Price
Lane, Booneville, was
scheduled to stand trial
Tuesday for the shooting death
of another Prentiss Countian,
Charles Williams of New Site.

However, Dr. Ben Hilbun of
Tupelo, Williams’ physician,
could not be subpoenaed
because he is in Switzerland,
according to County
Prosecuting Attorney John
Hatcher.

“‘It was essential to have Dr.
Hilbun there to prove Williams’
cause of death,” Hatcher said
Tuesday.

The shooting occurred Oct.
13, 1983. Williams was shot once
in the back with a 30.06 high
powered rifle while he was in
his pickup on Mt. Pisgah Road,
officers said.

Stoop was allegedly in
another vehicle on the right-of-
way of Highway 4. Both
vehicles were stopped when the
shooting occurred, officers
said.

Williams died Oct. 30, 1983, at
the North Mississippi Medical
Center in Tupelo.

Drug Abuse In Prentiss County, Part 2:

The Auto Theft-Dilaudid Connection

(This is the second installment in
a series of articles concerning drug
abuse in Prentiss County. Those
described in these articles are
composites of a number of actual
present and former drug abusers
and their families, but the incidents
described are true. In many cases
names and locations have been
disguised to protect the privacy of
those involved.)

Frank is a dilaudid addict living
in Northeast Mississippi. He is also
a car thief and a drug pusher. He is
23. He has been using marijuana
since he was 15 and abusing
dilaudid for one year.

He has also used cocaine, but quit
because he did not like the *“wired”
feeling it gave him while he was
stealing cars, He prefers the more
relaxed sensation he gets from
shooting up dilaudid.

Asked how and why he graduated
from marijuana to dilaudid, Frank
said, *“I always laughed at
everybody when they said I'd go on
to stronger stuff. Then, my wife
divorced me and I was kinda down
and out. So, I said, ‘Hell! I'm just
gonna try some dilaudid.’ I did, and
I really liked it.”

He insisted pushers do not seek
out new customers, but said, if you
are a member of the drug culture
and “know  your way around,”
obtaining your first supply of
dilaudid is no problem.

He described a pyramidal system
like that used by Amway. “Around
here everybody likes money so
much, anybody who can invest $22
and come out with a $50 bill is in-
terested in the action. Any chur-
chgoin’ person will let you borrow
$2,200. Then you bring them back
$4,000 and you make $1,000 for
yourself,” Frank said.

“You see, you can buy 100
dilaudids for about $2,200 to $2,800.
So let’s say this man’s got a lot of
money, and I ain’t got no money. I
say, ‘You give me $2,500 and I'll
give you back $3,500." He hands it
out, and I've got 100 K-4s [ can sell
for $50 to $60 apiece.”

Asked how difficult it is to find
someone who will stake you to buy a
supply of dilaudid, Frank. said,

“There’s people around that’ll do it.
This is the money-hungriest place I
ever seen. You can get it from the
people who sit beside you in church.

“I saw a man give a boy who sold
dilaudids $18,000. And that boy went
and got a bunch of pills and give ’em
back to the man. Then the man
would let him have 10 at a
time...you know...everyday. And
that man would get $35 apiece for
'en.

“The boy didn't pay any $35
apiece for 'em. He just sold so many
and got the rest for himself,” Frank
said, :

Frank was asked if there was a
connection between the high rate of
car thefts in the area and the
dilaudid abuse,

“It’s a quick way to make money

to get the dilaudid,” he said, adding
that the same people are usually
involved in both activities.

“One guy made the statement:
‘T've got these people hooked. And
they go to steal cars, then sell them,
and come give me the money.’

““There’s hundreds of people buys
hot cars because you can buy a hot
car for $600 to $1,000, where one
front cap would cost you $2,500 if
you go to the Chevrolet place and
buy it. So, they take the front cap off
a hot car,” Frank said.

He said a motor from a stolen
vehicle sells for $650, a pickup cab is
$1,000, the bed $300, and the tires
$300. “And you've still got your
drive train.”’

Miss Pearlie decided to open her own
cafe because people were always bragging
on her cooking -- so she decided to go into
business on her own.

Before she opened the cafe she cooked
and kept house for Terry and Lou Miller for
14 years and Mr. and Mrs. Pascal Box for
16 years.

“‘Mr. Miller was on the governor’s staff
and one night Gov. James P. Coleman had
supper with him,” Miss Pearlie remem-
bers. ‘‘As the governor ate some biscuits,
he said they were the best he had ever
eaten, Mrs. Bessie Jones, the Millers’

daughter, told him she couldn't take credit
for them because I had made them,” Miss
Pearlie said,

Miss Pearlie says she learned many new
recipes from Mrs. Box who had cookbooks
with “lots of good recipes’ in them.

THE FOOD served at Miss Pearlie’s
Cafe is “just, plain home cooking."

Other days she serves pinto beans, field
peas, string beans, pork chops, fried
chicken, and catfish:

She cooks creamed potatoes, corn and
fried chicken every day because her
customers request it. ‘'They would run me
