Attendance Is Short Of Quorum

Although 1,398 memberships of
the Prentiss County Electric Power
Association were represented at the
Bonner Arnold Coliseum for their
annual members’ meeting Friday,
they were 163 short of the official
quorum of 1,561 memberships
needed for a meeting and election of
directors.

The judges -- Bernard Coggins,
Jim Archer and Willie Hatfield -

“They (the power association)
say that they are going to count
heads inside after 10 o’clock,’”’ both
Smith and Michael said. But no
visible head count was ever taken
and judges apparently ultimately
relied on the registers.

Mrs. Waters said she was con-
cerned about the number of widows
who were being turned away, and
not allowed to register because

ownership of their meters was still -

in the names of their late husbands.

The four candidates estimated
that over 200 such women had been
turned away. And, at 10:30 a.m., at
the insistence of Comer, the judges
conferred and ruled that those
widows were eligible to vote and
count toward a quorum.

“If we could have contacted them
all and got them back here, we
would have had our quorum,”
Comer said later.

At 9:45, Coggins announced that

PCEPA Manager To
Relay Suggestions

To Directors

“First, I want to thank the
members of the power association
for their cooperation and un-
derstanding during the
registration,” said Ronny Rowland,
general manager of the Prentiss
County Electric Power Association,
when contacted for comment about
last Friday's annual PCEPA
members’ meeting.

“Only one of the 15 PCEPA
employees in charge of the
registration, including myself, had
helped with such a registration, and
that was several years ago,”
Rowland said.

Rowland admitted such a large
crowd had not been expected. “We
divided the members into five
groups, as equally as possible, to
the nearest letter. But we had no
way of knowing that a higher

percentage of members from any
group of letters would come to the
meeting,” he said.

“Before the meeting we were
very concerned about the
registration because we knew many
members would not be exactly sure
how their membership was listed.
Also, some members had to vote
business and organization mem-
berships that  would be
alphabetically at another table.

“But, since we had not had a
member qualify to run against an
incumbent director in 12 years, we
had no idea of all the problems that
could be encountered, or of the
possible inconvenience to the
members,”’ he said.

Challengers Discuss

What Steps To Take

On Tuesday, Sept. 4, Booneville
attorney Thomas Comer, appointed
spokesman for the four challengers
for the PCEPA director posts, told
The Banner-Independent no
decision had yet been made about
future action by the challengers.

‘‘Nobody has met yet. Several
people have talked about getting
together later on this week to
discuss what the next course of
action will be,”’ Comer said.

“Nobody feels like we should stop
as of Friday,” he said. “We have to
carry on the fight to get some
changes made. What happened was
the worst thing that could have
happened.

‘“But several of us are going to get

together and kick it around and

decide which course of action we're
going to take,

“Circulating a petition to force
the directors to call another
meeting has been discussed quite a
bit,” Comer said. ‘“‘There are
specific provisions in the by-laws
that provide for removal of the
directors and for calling a special
meeting. And that has been
discussed quite a bit,"” he said.

Also on Tuesday, State Sen. John
White said, ‘I have spent the week
researching the law, and I certainly
wouldn’t want to second-guess
Tommy Comer or anybody else, but
the law on this thing is specifically
crystal clear. :

“It says that an election will be
held every year and one-third of the
directors will be voted on,” Sen.
White said.

1984-85 County Budget $3.4 Million

The Prentiss County Board of

Supervisors has tenatively ap-

proved a budget totaling $3.4
million for the coming fiscal year.

The 1983-84 budget was $3.1
million as compared to $3 million in
1983 and $2.6 million for the 1982
fiscal year.

The millage rate is up half a mill
in each district, according to J.P.
Davis, president of the Prentiss
Cotinty Board of Supervisors.

The total tax levy is 90.5 mills for
District 5; 92.5 mills for Distriets 1,2
and 4; and 93.5 mills for District 3.

Last year’s tax levy was 90 mills
for District 5; 92 mills for Districts
1, 2 and 4; and 93 mills for District 3.

The general county budget shows

a total of $1,450,860 in disbur-
sements from the general fund, an
increase of $112,120 from last year's
general budget allocation of
$1,338,740. The 1983 general county
fund was $1,307,820.

Revenue sharing funds total

-$324,000, Last year’s revenue

sharing funds were $324,163.
Budget figures for road work in
each district, as well as revenue

sharing and debt service figures are
as follows: First District, $263,600;
Second District, $250,600; Third
District, $158,600; Fourth District,
$222 600; Fifth District, $335,600.

The difference in the figures is the
cash balance left over from last
year’s budget.

Last year's figures for road work
were: First District, $215,500;
Second District, $242,100; Third

Distriet, $250,000; Fourth District,
$219,400; and Fifth District,
$232,300.

THIS YEAR'S budget is basically
the same as last year’s budget,
Davis said.

When Booneville Mayor Charles
Crabb and the city’s five aldermen
arrived at city hall for their regular
monthly meeting Tuesday night
they found a crowd of ap-
proximately 25 people waiting for

. them.

Though the crowd appeared to be

of one mind, they were apparently
not organized, and it took a few
moments of prodding by Mayor
Crabb before somecne explained
the group’s purpose for being there.

“We want to know about the city’s
plans for expansion,” the mayor
was told.

“As of today, I haven't seen a

plan,”’ Crabb said.
I have the plan, but I want us all

(the board) to study it and make
suggestions. Then, we'll follow the
proper procedures. I don’t want {o
do anything that’s not right for
Booneville,” said Alderman R.G.

Houston, whose motion to initiate a .

study on expansion was refused by
Mayor Crabb at the August board
meeting. ‘

Houston said he felt the city was
stagnating and not progressing. He

cited a lack of suitable
homebuilding sites within the city
limits.

“A new industry is more apt to
consider us if our population is
10,000 or 12,000, than if we stay at
6,000, he said.

Alderman Wade Lambert agreed
with Houston, saying he had looked
for land on which to build a new
home within the city limits and had

been unable to find anything he
could afford.

A member of the visiting group
said most people were building
outside the city limits to get out of
the city. But Lambert and Houston
both disagreed, saying many people
building outside wanted to be taken
in,

Jesus as A.D. 33? | have always
heard that A.D. means after the
death of the Lord?”

JOHNNY RICHARDSON
ANSWER: True, many have been taught, and we often hear reference

made to this designation as meaning after death. However, A.D. does
not mean after death. It is from the Latin phrase, “ANNO DOMINIL.”
Anno refers to year, Domini (from dominus) mearis “master or Lord.”
Thus A.D. means “year of the Lord.”” As we use the term today, 1984
A.D. means “‘in the 1984th year of Christ.”” The ‘‘year of the Lord” is the
year of his birth, not his death, On page 189 Encyclopedia Americana
Vol. 5, ““The Christian Era was proposed in 532 A.D. by a monk, Denys
Le Petit, who died in Rome in 540.
